2083 - The Chairman proposed that the amount of £50 which can be spent under Standing Orders without estimates should be raised to £150.  This was approved.
2084 - As we are to hold a Precept meeting we were reminded that the Village Design Statement should be taken into consideration.

Matters arising from last meeting:
2085 (2061) – Closure of side road – this has been completed and can now be deleted from the Agenda.  The Weight Limit should now be in force.
2086 (2062) - Children's Play Area – The refurbishment of the children’s play area should take place in December. R2 money has been agreed with SDC and JH was thanked.
2087 (2065) – Alderbury Football Club – Chris Harmon will arrange a date with JH and Chris Walley to meet to progress matters. Hannafords  are awaiting planning details.
2088 (2066) – Raglan Housing - BE had met with the representative who would arrange a survey and report back later.
2089 (2067) – Little Ridge Wall - SDC had requested the builder to correct this.
Maintenance : 
2090 (2069) –Reserved plots at the burial ground - The Chairman had met with a member of the PCC and, as there had been mistakes on both sides, proposed that the PC pay for the hedge to be moved at a cost of £194.00 plus VAT as soon as possible.  This was agreed to.
2091 (2070) – The Chairman and Vice Chairman to inspect the boards along the footpath which get damaged by the grass cutters.
2092 (2071) – Oak tree in Avon Drive – Our Clerk has been having problems with regard to obtaining Estimates and advice on the work needed on the Oak tree in Avon Drive. A.P. to look into the matter.
2093 (2072) – Pathway from the Green Dragon to Shute End – AP had 'phoned "Clarence" several times regarding the footpath from the Green Dragon down to Shute End but had had no response. Our District Councillors were asked if they could intervene.
2094 (2078) - ‘Salisbury & South Wiltshire : Our place in the future’ –  JH will contact all councillors when a date for a meeting with Paul Sample regarding the future of Alderbury, has been made. A.P., J.H., L.A and JC all expressed an interest in attending.
2095 (2080) – Composting and recycling site - Should the new Park & Ride be sited at Whaddon, it had been mooted that a composting and recycling facility be put there.
2096 (2081) –Village memorial -  JC to put a note in The Fountain asking for a volunteer to maintain the War Memorial.
2097 – Access ramp - The Mobility people had been consulted and considered that a permanent ramp was not necessary as there is access from the top gate.  However a portable ramp might be a possibility. This would be explored.

2098 – Southway - a letter had been received from residents disclaiming responsibility for the upkeep of the entrance. Some work has been carried out by the developer but not completed due to dog fouling.   Signs will be supplied.   Clerk to action.
