Members of the Laverstock and Ford PC joined us for the core strategy presentation.

2026
A presentation was made by guest speakers Natasha Styles and Vincent Albano on the Core Strategy Issues and Options. The Core Strategy has three concepts : Salisbury Vision, Community Strategy and Renewal Planning Policies. There are sixteen papers which contain background information for consultation which closes on 5th October 2007. Preferred options will then be available for consultation in the new year. The speakers confirmed that the process will continue through to adoption even though there is a plan for One Council for Wiltshire. The Parish Plan will also be taken into account in the process as well as the Village Design Statement (VDS). An offer was made by the clerk to Laverstock and Ford Parish Council to join their meeting on the same subject on Tuesday 11th Sept at 7.00pm, St Andrew's school in Laverstock.
Public questions and statements : 
A complaint was made about the overgrown hedge running alongside the footpath from the Green Dragon to Shute End.
A complaint was made about the ‘messy’ cricket field.

A resident questioned the parish council’s position on the Salisbury Vision consultation and also, how they plan to implement the suggestions held within the Parish Plan.

A complaint was made regarding the upkeep of the entrance to Southway. A request was made for the Parish Council to write to the residents of asking them to maintain the hedges and bushes.
Apologies for absence: None.
Declarations of Interest:  JC declared that her property backs onto the possible new site of Alderbury Football Club.

2028 (2012) – Parish Plan printing and distribution costs were to be investigated by AP but, due to a break down in communications, RB ordered 250 copies to be printed in order to distribute them at the village fete held on 1st September. RB apologized for going ahead autonomously and explained that he had received a very competitive quotation. As the parish council had previously agreed to fund the hall costs for parish plan meetings, there were sufficient funds to cover the printing costs. It was agreed to pay the invoice.
2029 (2022) -  A resident had agreed to cut the hedge at the top of The Sandringhams but there is still an area left to be cut along to the fence line. It was agreed to arrange for the parish hedge cutting company to cut it. Clerk to action.
2030 (2017) – RB was thanked for his suggestion of contacting Salisbury District Council regarding the supply of a laptop. SDC has given the parish council a second hand laptop free of charge however, they will not support the machine and is purely a donation.
2031 (2018) – It was reported that the canal had been cleared of rubbish. Clerk will place an article in the Fountain.

2032 – It was agreed that JH would liaise with the clerk to find the most reliable broadband provider for the best price and arrange for installation onto the parish council phone line.

2033 – The budget was reviewed with only one query regarding the omission of £3.53 for the purchase of co-opting new councillors poster. Clerk to action.

2034 – Cheque 452 dated 07-Sept-05 had still not been cashed. It was agreed to write to the payee to ask if he would like another cheque to be supplied as this one had expired but remained in the accounts as not drawn.
2035 – Further to the external audit application, it was agreed to retrospectively adopt a reviewed reconciliation which is in a format requested by Mazars.
Matters arising from last meeting:
2036 (1959) – Closure of side road – RB reported that he has had no response recently.

2037 (1962) - Children's Play Area – JH reported that three comparable quotations had now been received as follows: EJ Services £7,200 excl VAT, Redlynch Services £6,216 excl VAT, Hags, Sturminster Newton, £5,364 excl VAT. The cost of refurbishing against that of renewing was discussed as the prices are high. AJ explained that the playground would be expanded at a later date when the football club is relocated but until then, the equipment will be inspected regularly and maintained to a high standard by refurbishing. AJ reported that Redlynch Leisure had been used in the past and he had found them diligent. The company is also local. It was agreed to accept the quotation from Redlynch. Clerk to action.
2038 It was reported that the rubbish bin in the recreation ground is always unlocked. A key had previously been requested but not received. Clerk to ask again.
2039 (2012) – Parish Plan – £2,737.00 had been received in grants since the beginning of the project and £3,288.64 had been spent. The £351.64 overspend would be funded from the Village Association money. A letter had been received from a resident congratulating the parish plan team on the plans production and final presentation. Action plans contained within the parish plan were delegated as follows:

RB agreed to work on getting the Vision Design Statement (VDS) started until he ceases to be a district councillor. RB and JH to produce a timetabled framework for the VDS.

RB reported that 34 copies of the Parish Plan had been sold at the fete. However, SDC had not yet accepted the plan and had sent detailed queries.

2040 (2013) – Alderbury Football Club – A letter had been received regarding concerns over the possible access to the proposed new football pitches in Junction Road. Consultations on this are still in the very early stages. AP had attended a meeting at the Estate Office where it was noted that relocation could take around 3 years. JH will liaise with the football club to investigate the possibility of applying for planning permission before any land contracts are exchanged. An objection was raised to the parish council agreeing to pay for some of the solicitors fees when the relocation may not even go ahead. Clerk will obtain an estimate of costs from the solicitors.
2041 (2020) – Co-opting new Councillors – Following a previous advertisement for five councillors. Four had been recruited in July but one seat remained available. Two candidates put themselves forward and following a brief vote, it was agreed that Mr. Peter Jenks (PJ) could join the parish council. The parish council is now full.
2042 (2023) – BE had been in contact with a representative from Raglan Housing who is responsible for the Grimstead Road area and had agreed to start an investigation.
2043 (2025) – The wall previously reported to be at Pinewood House is actually for Little Ridge. A reply had been received from an Area Highway Engineer who reported that approval is required to put anything on a verge and that more investigations are required. AP to write again to Highways.

Maintenance : 

2044 – A complaint had been received regarding the  safety of collecting glass as well as the request from the parish council to collect for more hours in response to complaints of increased litter.  It was then reported that the Spar prefer to sell drinks in cans rather than bottles. Also, a request had been received from two people who would like to do litter picking in the village.  It was agreed to employ two more people for 1 hour a week each concentrating on different areas of Southampton Road. The existing two boys will be asked to concentrate on the Recreation Ground and the alley from Eyres Drive to Twineham Gardens. It was agreed to write to SDC to request the removal of rubbish in the alley from the aforementioned alley along to Spiders Island. A request was also made for the Village Hall Committee to approach the Social Club to suggest that they follow the example set by the Spar as they also have a duty to ensure that alcohol does not transfer to the recreation ground.
2045 (2021) – It was reported that the two reserved plots are still not available. The PCC had agreed to move the hedge but at cost to the parish council. They were reminded that the parish council had given the land for the car park and had also arranged for the grass to be cut this year at no cost to the PCC. It was agreed to write again to the PCC insisting that the hedge be moved at no cost to the parish council, before the Autumn. JC abstained and declared an interest as she is a member of the PCC. A complaint had also been received regarding the poor state of edging boards just past the gate leading into the cemetery below St Mary's church and that there were trees boughs left. JC advised that she would investigate the site to check whether it was a matter for the Parish Council or the Parochial Church Council. It was also noted that the path within the burial ground was covered in weeds. It was agreed to request the grass cutters to spray them with non-harmful product.
2046 – Relocation of recycling bins – discussion ensued regarding possible locations but it was agreed that there is currently no area available to re-site the recycling bins which have been removed from the school. It was noted that the wheelie bin recycling scheme is still due for installation in October and therefore, it will be reviewed again after this. It was agreed to put a note in the Fountain advising residents that there is not a suitable site available. JC to action.
2047 – Oak tree in Avon Drive – Some residents had complained about the size of the tree which blocks out light from their houses. It was reported that this tree has a TPO and would require planning permission to do any work on it. One quotation and description of work required had been received. Two more are required. Clerk to action.

Clarification of planning enforcement notice:

Conservatory at 2 Pepperbox Rise – erected without planning permission as none was required.

Enforcement notice from SDC Planning Officer:

Investigations into reports of a business running from Hand House, Castle Lane, Whaddon found no supporting evidence – case closed. Environmental Health are investigating allegations of excessive noise.

POLICE LIAISON – AP reported that police areas are being divided into Neighbourhood Tasking Groups (NTG) with meetings to be held every three months. Surveys already carried out highlight anti-social behaviour, speeding and police visibility as areas that require attention. Alderbury has lost one PCSO who has gone on to full police training. It’s not known when a replacement will arrive. Also, PCSO’s and Special Constables will now be checking speeds.
VILLAGE HALL –  EC will ask the committee to remind the social club if it’s responsibilities regarding glass (see 2044)
SDC – RB reported that the 7.5 ton weigh restriction through Alderbury will be enforced on 22nd September according to Hampshire CC and 22nd October according to Wiltshire CC.  Regarding the Salisbury Vision, RB commented that the main report refers to Alderbury as a main village with modest growth. However, in the questionnaire, Alderbury is described as an extension of Salisbury. JH and RB are to organize a letter drop to residents to encourage people to respond to the questionnaire

FOOTPATHS – PH reported that the path in the field next to Matrons Cottage Farm is overgrown but as the owner is currently unwell, it was agreed to leave this matter until next month.
Southern Area Committee – RB will advise of the date for the next Southern Area Committee meeting as soon as available.
VILLAGE WEBSITE – APa is continuing to update the website until the clerk installs broadband onto the parish council phoneline.
Correspondence :

The following had been received:
An email from Clarendon Parish Council offering support if required, to retain the post office in Alderbury. BE reported that it will not be known until October whether this post office is likely to be closed down but it is thought unlikely as it was upgraded when the previous owners were there.
A request from Canon Michael to use the recreation ground for a farewell cricket match – accepted providing it doesn’t clash with any football matches.

One Council for Wiltshire ‘meet and greet’ evening – no councillors available.

Wiltshire Strategic Board Conference – DB attending in work capacity and will report back.

WALC newsletter – 6 copies of the Good Councillors Guides will be ordered free of charge but postage and packing will have to be paid. Clerk to action.
