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Car Park Charges
There was a lively discussion about car park charges across the county.  At present, car park charges differ greatly and consistency is needed.  Three pricing levels are being considered, according to a town’s size and population. 
Revenue gained from car parks subsidises local bus routes.  Without subsidy local bus services will be jeopardised.  Bus routes in Wiltshire are currently subsidised by approximately £6 million and all concessionary fares are met by Wiltshire Council.
Concerns raised at the meeting included:

· The negative impact that removing free parking could have on local businesses (the Town Council has received a 4000 signature petition). 

· The apparent difference in concessions offered to other Town Councils. 

· People asked for more clarity over the process.

· Alternative options were suggested, such as shops reimbursing the cost of tickets.
Parish and town councils need information, so that negotiations can take place and precepts can be set. 
A report and questionnaire will be available on the Council website in approximately 6 weeks.  Both will be available in the Library and will be brought to the area board for consideration.
Final recommendations will be implemented 1 April 2011.

Funding to reduce street lighting
Area Boards will receive £5,000 to introduce schemes that reduce street lighting. The money could be used to dim or switch off up to 500 street lights.
Parish and town councils are being asked to consider how and where this funding could be used.  Suggestions should be passed to the area board for consideration at a future meeting, along with nominated project leads.

Highways update
At the previous meeting, Warminster Town Council requested that a mini-roundabout at Copheap junction be considered.
An initial report showed that the work would cost approximately £100,000 and there is tremendous pressure on Wiltshire Councils budgets.  Further investigation will be done and information should be available at the next meeting.

The concerns of Chitterne and Chapmanslade are still on the agenda.  Some measures have been taken including automated flashing signs, improved lighting and signage.

Highways work programme
Councillor Davis announced that approval had been given to the Annual Programme of Highway Maintenance and Improvement Schemes for 2010/11. The information, including lists of proposed highway and related works, is presented on a community area basis and is available on the Council’s website under Community Highway Information.
Have your say about lay-by closure
For health and safety and trespass reasons, the Highways Agency has imposed an 18 month experimental closure order on an A36 lay-by, just north of Warminster.
