INTRODUCING ‘WILTSHIRE VOICES’
There is a risk that the loudest, most articulate voices will shape the ‘Big Society.’  We want to make sure everyone has a say.
The Council and its partners are committed to finding ways of reaching out to people who do not, or cannot attend our meetings.  Wiltshire Voices is part of the solution. By undertaking 18 projects across the whole of Wiltshire we aim to engage with people from a very wide diversity of backgrounds - from boaters and economic migrants to MOD dependents, teenage parents and 14 other seldom heard groups. 
We will talk to people, listen to them and record their stories.  These voices and narratives will be used to challenge common perceptions and misconceptions using facts and figures presented documentary style. 

The information we need exists already – Wiltshire Voices will simply present that information to the widest possible audience.  

Every element of the project will be co-produced by service professionals, support services, VCS organisations and the target groups themselves - this is a multi-agency, cross sector, community engagement approach.  The results of each local project will be presented in video and magazine style articles (part documentary - part interview) that will stimulate responses, ideas, projects and action at local level.
The project will highlight and celebrate good practice and it will spotlight the challenges and difficulties that exist for many people in Wiltshire.  The final pack will contain a simple guide so that the materials can be used by many different groups from schools, public services and businesses to community area partnerships and voluntary organisations right across the County.

We will work together to make sure this information feeds into community and service plans so that it makes a real and lasting difference.


The most significant challenge is to ensure that this project makes a real difference to the lives of the people and groups involved.  We want to find new ways of reaching people, listening and responding at local level. We want to develop new ways of helping communities help themselves - but most of all we want to make sure that everyone can have a say.
