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WILTSHIRE VOICES 

[Project Brief 8]

THE FINAL‘VOICES’RESOURCE
Once all of the various elements have been approved the final Voices Pack will be produced and published. The pack will contain:

· The Community Factsheet:
Data profiled across all 20 community areas that will help Area Boards, Community Area Partnerships, service providers, partners and others to easily identify priority areas. 

· The Local Resource Guide:
Details of how support services – local and national – can be accessed including websites, phone numbers and addresses.  Details of sources of funding that may be available and how this can be accessed.  This will also include a short bibliography of the publications upon which the work has drawn.
  

· The Article:
The main article setting out the findings of the review presented in the words of the local participants.  Normally, this will be presented in the style of a personal story - e.g. ‘Sheila’s Story’ - but it will reflect the wider needs of the target group.  This will be brought in through the linking narrative.  The narrative will be around 1200 words (no more than 4 sides of A4) presented in a magazine format with pictures, graphic components, pull quotes, etc.  The front will feature a photograph of the person and make eye-contact with the reader.

· The DVD:
The DVD will follow the structure of the article and feature extensive interview footage with the participant.  It will be presented as part documentary, part ‘day-in-the-life’ and part interview.  It will feature local scenes and everyday locations such as supermarkets, schools, buses, towns, villages, landscapes, etc. 

· The Facilitators Guide:
The Pack is not a passive product.  It will prompt discussion, debate, publicity and local action.  The facilitators guide will be designed for use in group situations by organisations, schools, area boards, community area partnerships and others.  It will be local but generic enough to be used elsewhere within and outside of Wiltshire.   It will be used by the Area Boards and the Community Area Managers to promote the needs of different groups.  


· Internet:
All of the resources will be available for download from the internet.
