Meeting took place 10th October  group included:  Bob Wolfson, Peter Fanshawe , Stephanie Denoven, Richard Parker, Paul Williams for Martin Richards

1.1 Trust Away Day 

Some time was taken to discuss the Trust away day with the following conclusions:
· To accelerate progress on workforce development – including shared training and improving inter-agency understanding.

· That there are areas of joint activity where Wiltshire can claim successes: CAMHS; Local Safeguarding Children Board; Teenage Pregnancy Strategy; Youth Offending Service.

· What else should go into the joint basket at a Wiltshire level? – looked after children? disabled children?

· What is best developed at a local level? – services and responses at level 2?  Proposed that people locally should be charged with delivering for the Trust Board.
· It was noted the Children’s Centre and Extended School models of a core offer are delivered differently in different localities.
· It was agreed to take these ideas to the meeting of the Trust Board in November
2 The Local Area Agreement is progressing and Paul Bright  has replaced David Bareham .
(a) Queries regarding some of the indicators

· involvement of primary schools in use of Strength & Difficulties Questionnaire to provide measure for emotional wellbeing of young children. 

· measuring improvements in relation to bullying.

· measuring improvements in relation to disabled children.

Questions about the resourcing of elements of the Local Area Agreement noted that the government is to pool some funding but these don’t align to the subject matter of the Local Area Agreement.

(b) Children and Young People’s Plan

Government guidance is due in November about reviewing plans.  Part of any refresh needs to be about reviewing progress – linked to needs analysis and performance reports.

· Concerns about activities within the Plan that do not link to Local Area Agreement activities.  
· Need for a structure for reviewing the Plan, including against the Annual Performance Assessment. 

3 Implementation of the Information Sharing Index in Wiltshire
Jan Wilson joined the meeting to update on the progress of the Index 

· a very wide range of people will be able to access the Index (eg the Police)

· it will be possible to find out who is acting as Lead Professional

· parents will be able to check on the information that is held – with additional safeguards where, for example, domestic violence is an issue.
It was noted that the voluntary sector forum needs to be involved and it was suggested Jan make contact with the chair, Jen Wildblood 
4 Children’s Workforce Strategy Development
Richard Parker presented a paper to update the executive and to gain agreement for the formation of a training group which would report directly to the board. 

This was agreed with the caveat,  “That the Children & Young People’s Trust Board should determine the longer term remit of the group in the light of the Children’s Workforce Project”. 
5 Funding Trust Board/Partnership support

1.  Expenditure on support for the Trust Board/Partnership consists of 2 elements:
· Salary costs for an Information Officer and an admin worker (together making one full-time equivalent): £19,500

· Non-salary items (see below): £8,000 (estimate for 2007/8)

Total expenditure: £27,500 (plus internal re-charge £2,300)
6 Funding arrangements

2. Funding is historically derived and currently consists of:

· Contribution from South Wiltshire Primary Care Trust: £4510

· Contribution from Department for Children & Education: £8662 (plus internal recharge).

3. The shortfall for the current year has been made good from the Change Fund.

Recommendation

4. It is recommended that the Executive agrees to share the costs of Trust Board/Partnership support between the “commissioning” partners divided as follows:

County Council – one third

Primary Care Trust – one third

District Councils – one ninth each
PROPOSED that in the longer term all members of the Trust Board should contribute towards funding support for the Trust Board, with the possibility of the voluntary sector doing so through a levy on grants.

AGREED in the absence of Primary Care Trust and District Council reps, to request views about the immediate proposal for funding support.
