Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr Rowitt. 
 
Public questions. 
Members of the public commented on the possibility of changing the street lighting in Dinton. 
Most residents of Spracklands would like the lights to remain on, the lights are useful for residents who 
would feel more vulnerable if they were switched off. Several residents have experienced burglaries. 
Question asked re the missing swings in Dinton recreation ground. 
Cllr Kerley – this is the property of Dinton recreation ground who have recently purchased new swings 
(using R2 funds) which will be installed shortly. 
Cllrs O Keefe, Rowitt and Taylor were thanked by the public for organising the carols before 
Christmas, all members of the public and Cllrs thanked Cllrs O Keefe, Rowitt and Taylor for this.

Proposal is against the parish plan adopted by DPC in 2005 and subsequently 
by SDC. 
Increase in traffic on a dangerous junction (there has been at least one fatality), 
unsuitable access for large vehicles.

Site is within Cranborne Chase AONB 
Site was originally a greenfield site, now is a small holding. 
And if Wiltshire Council are minded to approve then the application should be 
called in to committee and if still minded to approve the following condition 
applied – site should never be used for retail or residential use.
