Money to spend!

Donhead St Mary Parish Council is looking for your help in deciding how to spend monies that have been allocated by Salisbury District Council towards an outdoor recreational project.  The sum is known as R2 monies – and they arise from developers having to pay money towards a local project when they have completed their development.  

The Parish Council have a total of £9,788 to spend and it is possible that this could be increased to £19,524 by using the R2 monies that cannot be spent by adjoining Parishes.  Some of this sum will be lost for good if it is not committed before the end of April 2008.

The type of expenditure we can spend R2 money on is very tightly controlled by SDC but in summary it must be to meet local needs for outdoor sport and recreation.  Some examples of items that would qualify are swings, slides, activity centres, rebound walls, goal posts, sports pitches.  

The following items will NOT qualify – new bus stops, general fences, seating, picnic benches, or speed bumps.
