Declarations of Interest:  None were declared and the Register was signed by the Chairman

PRESENTATION BY MR R CHEQUER. The Environment Officer for Salisbury District Council spoke to the meeting.  He explained because of an E.U. directive, the Government no longer had unlimited use of landfill sites for waste and had to set various reduction targets which if not met could mean fines of £150 per tonne for the Council.  SDC had looked at a number of different options and had discussions with some 80 other Authorities before devising their preferred policy which had been due to start in October 2007.  The new policy was to put the onus back on to the householder for the waste they produce, with collection of normal waste being reduced to fortnightly, with alternate weeks being for recyclables. The introduction of Wheelie Bins and use of ‘monitoring chips’ were a key feature.  Mr Chequer said that due to public concerns about inadequate consultation and other issues such as Health & Safety concerns, the new Cabinet has decided a review of all the options was needed and  consultations with all parties and Parish Councils with a recycling awareness campaign would begin, it was hoped, in August with the results being agreed at the beginning of September 2007.
  Following a lively questions and answers session, the Chairman thanked Mr Chequer for his presentation.

Reports:  County Councillor Tony Deane reported briefly that North Wiltshire had withdrawn their support to the WCC unitary bid which was at present with the Secretary of State for decision.

District Councillor Mrs Green reported at a recent full Council meeting there had been heated discussion on the Bourne Hill proposal.   The meeting had adjourned and the proposal had gone out for consultation.  She mentioned that as the contracts for the new build had been signed before the new Cabinet was in office, penalties amounting to some £6 million would accrue to taxpayers if the build did not go ahead.  Councillor Beattie observed that the cost of option 2 for Bourne Hill would cost as much as the original Option 3.
