 SWWAB:   Cllr Phillips would be attending the Area meeting on 17 February and would     

             take the opportunity to talk to Wiltshire Highways (Dick Tong) who would be attending.

 (5)      TAPCAP:  Cllr Knowles reported on the AGM held on 20 January.  He had been re-elected Chairman with Patrick Duffy, Vice Chairman.   Full funding for the work of TAPCAP which had been in existence since last January, had only just been received from SWWAB.

(6)  Rights of Way:  Cllr Mrs Harris reported there was a good deal of work to be done which would  wait for  better weather.  There were still occurrences where the public were crossing into fields off the footpaths and occasions when dogs were uncontrolled.
(7)      Village Hall:  Cllr Mrs Law reported:

(a) Blocked drains had been cleared

(b) There was now a new entrance door

(c) £400 had been raised from the last Entertainment Evening
(d) The Treasurer was applying for a £500 grant to buy some “new age” curling equipment

(e) An increase in Hire Charges for the hall were under discussion.

REFURBISHMENT OF THE CHILDREN’S PLAYGROUND
(a) Council had received the grant of £4979 from SWWAB and payments would be made submission of invoices

(b) Council had received £3976.96 from the R2 Fund and payment claims would be made to Wiltshire Council upon receipt of invoices for services &  goods delivered.
(c) Cllrs Phillips and Wyatt had set up a meeting with the contractors.  Work should start in March for completion in April 2010.

(d) Underskirt for the seesaw:  this would be put in place when work commenced on the playground.

BT PUBLIC TELEPHONE KIOSK
The Chairman reported 38 responses (10% of all households) had been received from the public as a result of the consultation exercise; 66% chose Option 2 (in favour of keeping the kiosk as a working telephone under the sponsorship of the Parish Council.  18% chose Option 1 – retain the Kiosk and use it as a community asset and only 13% chose Option 3 – conversion to an internet/FON station. Council took note that despite receipt of further information from BT and Wiltshire Council,  it was unclear whether this activity was a ‘formal consultation’.  Proposed by Cllr Phillips and seconded by Cllr Mrs Law, Council to write stating the parish did not want any change in the status quo and that BT should continue to maintain a working telephone and the results of the survey to be published in the Three Towers magazine.
