MATTERS ARISING  (from the last meeting and if not already on the agenda)

(a)
Appointment of Tree Warden for the parish:  The Chairman reported that he had made contact with the Wiltshire Council coordinators responsible for the Tree Warden Scheme; Vicky Roscoe 01225 713489 email vicky.roscoe@wiltshire.gov.uk and Steve Russell 01225 713425 email steve.russell@wiltshire.gov.uk.  An application form has been sent to John Rich for him to complete as the Parish Representative and then return to Wiltshire Council for registration.

Compacter Vehicle provision:  it was confirmed that the vehicle would circulate Fovant on Saturday 12 September, beginning at the Cross Keys at around 8.00 a.m. moving through the parish to 10.30 a.m.  A notice would be placed in the Three Towers Community Magazine.

SOUTH WEST WILTSHIRE AREA BOARD:  appointment of Parish Council Representative.  Proposed by Cllr Knowles and seconded by Cllr Wyatt, Cllr Phillips agreed to accept the post.  Council approved nem con.

PARISH REPORTS
(a)
Highways:  Cllr Mrs Story reported:

i. The Parish Steward with UNIMOG had cut the roadside grass and hedges along the A30, the hedges along the High Street;  and the hedgerow along the play area frontage in Sutton Road;  and grass/hedging at Pembroke land alongside Tisbury Road to the junction of Mill Lane.  The Parish Steward had also cleared some of the drainage gullies as the weather permitted.

ii. A new exit and entry layout at the triangle with the A30 and the High street had been installed and would operate for a trial period. It was noticed that long vehicles had difficulty turning right towards Shaftesbury and others were ignoring the new signage and using the ‘old’ exit. 
iii. The Council noted that the flashing bend sign appeared to be working well and considered that a review of the latest sensor data should be undertaken.  It was agreed to contact Highways to obtain recent data regarding the use of the flashing sign on the A30.

Neighbourhood Watch:  in Cllr Law’s absence, Cllr Phillips read her report; she had met with the Neighbourhood Policing Team and Fovant had been promised new packs for the scheme operators to use.  Cllr Law had begun to contact all the local scheme coordinators. There are three vacancies to be filled.  She had also been introduced to the Wiltshire Neighbourhood Watch Association which offers guidance and support to local NHW organisations.   She felt membership could be useful.

  Playground:  The Playground Working Group (Cllrs Fletcher, Phillips, Knowles & Wyatt) tabled a paper outlining the present position with recommendations.    After discussion, Council agreed: 
i. To fully enclose the see-saw under-body mechanism to prevent access for safety reasons.   A cost limit of £100 was proposed and Cllr Wyatt volunteered his services free of charge. Council agreed with Cllr Wyatt abstaining.

ii. Cllr Wyatt confirmed that the old climbing frame and concrete supports had been removed.  Council expressed their thanks to Mr John Ring for his help in dismantling them.  Clerk to write.

iii. Playground Safety Surfacing:  the Council noted that the published RoSPA guidelines for safety surfaces confirmed they were not a legal requirement. Additionally, it was not necessary for extra cushioning to be installed around the slide end as grass was adequate because the height was less than a metre.  The fall zone for the swings also did not need to be extended as the equipment was pre- BS EN 1177 & 1196 and the regulations do not retrospectively apply. 
iv. It was proposed by Cllr Knowles and seconded by Cllr Leppard to pursue the Working Party’s option (e) to purchase new multi-play equipment and safety surface for the climbing area only.  Council agreed nem con.  There was further discussion on the type of safety surfaces and climbing system and it was agreed to look at installed play equipment around the local area.  A draft funding application to be prepared and circulated with details of the various options to go before the South West Wiltshire Area Board for funding in September.  Action:  Playground WG

Youth Issues:  
Cllr Roberts reported the Youth club was closed for the summer but would open on 18 September.
(e)
SWWAB:  Cllr Phillips had attended the first meeting held on 14 July 2009 in Mere Lecture Hall with some 70/80 people present. The meeting was a bit disjointed and overran.   Subsequent to the meeting he had asked the SWWAB Manager to circulate details of the MoD UAV Consultation document as the extended over-flight area would cover most of south Wiltshire. He also proposed to offer the Fovant Brook Guidance as a resource to other parishes within the Board area.
(f)
TAPCAP:  Cllr Knowles reported the TAPCAP road-show had attended the Fovant & Sutton Mandeville Fete held on 27 June.  The next TAPCAP meeting was scheduled for 23 September 2009 where a schedule for updating the Community Area Plan would be discussed. Although the various community projects had stalled pending setting-up of the SWWAB, the Tisbury railway parking, SIDS and Semley School parking projects would now re-commence. 
(g)
Footpaths:  Cllr Mrs Harris reported:  Footpath 11 : a pathway had been established through the growing crops;  Footpath 2 : a pathway had been made through the maize crop;  a tree had fallen on part of the path which would be cleared in due course.   Footpath 3 : had been strimmed where necessary;  Footpath/bridleway 7/8 : several trees had fallen and been cleared.  Bridleway 8 had been cut to about two and a half feet wide.     Hole Lane :  a branch had been cleared from the footpath.
(h)
Village Hall:  The Clerks read out a report received from Cllr Mrs Law:  72% of funds had now been spent on the new building work.  Completion date was estimated to be end of July.   After payment of due bills funds would be low.  The Treasurer had applied for further grants.  Among fund raising plans were quiz/curry evenings; Christmas Bazaar;  a performance of the Rural Arts;  Bourne Valley Singers;  a Titanic evening and a tea/coffee afternoon.  A working party would be needed to clean and decorate the Hall after completion of the building work.
