DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST 
There were no declarations and the Chairman signed the Register accordingly.

QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:  Mr L Law and Mr Nunn of the Road Safety Group confirmed a formal Issues Report had been sent to Richard Munro, Wiltshire Council regarding speeding through the village and their support for the provision of Speed Indication Devices and the Wiltshire Police Speed Watch project for which Fovant had six volunteers.   The Chairman encouraged them to re-confirm in writing to Wiltshire Council and the Highways Camera Unit, the five (5) identified locations in Fovant for the Speed Indicator Devices for acceptance into the Scheme, and the names of the Fovant volunteers for training in connection with the Speed Watch project.
REPORTS:  WCllr Mrs  Green reported:
· A review of the refuse collection service was on-going with the outcome expected in the New Year.
· She had taken note that the Fovant Village Hall had applied for a full alcohol licence.
· Youth Club issues:   She had noted that Fovant Youth Club, Community First and Jakki Farrell, the WC Youth Development Worker, had met with a view to extending youth provision in the Fovant/Dinton area similar to that working in Tisbury & Mere – such as the work/leisure credit scheme where any community work carried out by young people could be used to help finance adventure trips etc.

Sensor data from A30 warning sign:  Cllr Phillips confirmed that the data had been passed to WCllr Tony Deane with a view to discovering what use could be made of the data within the various WC Highways and Police departments responsible for highways safety.  It was not that the raw data indicated that many drivers were continuing to enter the 40 mph zone at speed.

Highways:  Cllr Mrs Story

(a)
The Clerk reported that Wessex Dimensional Stone HGV vehicles had been reported transporting Hurdcott Stone through the village.  The Company had been requested to use the authorised HGV route via Barford St Martin and not to use the village High Street. Follow-up has not been possible as the company are not responding to phone calls and the Clerk was asked to keep a watching brief.

Council took note that there had been an incident in the village where a HGV driver had been abusive when challenged.  The Chairman agreed to investigate with DVLA whether the Council can access number plate data.

Cllr Phillips reported a loose manhole cover in Tisbury Road and was advised to contact Clarence on 0800 232323 to report the need for maintenance of the structure.

Neighbourhood Watch/TCSP:  Cllr Mrs Law.

Cllr Law had received various Neighbourhood Watch background papers from Mr Bell and a report from Cllr Phillips.  There were currently four vacancies for co-ordinators to participate on the Fovant Neighbourhood Watch Scheme.  It was agreed that the community should be encouraged to fill the vacancies and an advertisement for volunteers would be placed in the Three Towers Community Magazine. A Project Approval paper, with draft grant applications had been circulated to all parish councillors prior to the meeting. Following reference to the project costings and the draft budget forecast, Cllr Knowles proposed and Cllr Roberts seconded the Council should spend up to £1600 from the precept on preparatory ground work to the site as part of the PCs matched funding for the project; Council agreed nem con.  Council then agreed nem con to accept the recommendation in the Project Approval report and to support the funding applications for R2 Funding with the balance £4979 to SWWAB.  

Council took note that Cllr Wyatt was progressing the refurbishment repairs to the see saw which work was anticipated to be completed by end November 2009.        Action:  Cllr N Wyatt
