DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:  there were none

REPORTS:  Wiltshire Councillor Mrs Green reported:

· An interesting question had been received concerning the cost implications of having the Coroners Court in Wiltshire, and she advised that there had been no cost to the WC for the Coroner’s enquiries in relation to recent service fatalities.

· She noted that there had been inaccurate reporting in the Valley News regarding the future of refuse collections:  no final decision has yet been offered or made.
· Salisbury Planning Hub meeting 29 October:  the change of use to a public house at Cross Keys will be considered at that meeting
· Affordable Housing:  Three and a half million pounds had been awarded to the Council under Tranche 1 for this project; Tranche 2 funding applications were submitted 1 Oct 2009; funding for Fovant was not included in either but may be considered for future funding requests. 
· Community Area Board meeting 21 October:   discussion on the ‘community speed watch’ project was on the agenda - the Fovant Road Safety Group may wish to attend. 
The Chairman advised the Road Safety Group had received an email from Wiltshire Highways advising there would be legal implications to their suggestion of alterations to the layout  of the hatched lines and temporary sign at the top of the High Street with the A30.

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING HELD ON TUESDAY 1 SEPTEMBER 2009 (previously circulated)  Following an amendment at 09/28  first line  should read “pecuniary” interest (not personal);  second paragraph should read “...was erroneous. WC Cllr Mrs Green confirmed that she had no knowledge of the rumoured plans before their publication in the Salisbury Journal, nor any knowledge of the rumours that Wiltshire Council had taken steps to take ownership of the land on Sutton Road.   WC Cllr Mrs Green also confirmed that the further rumours that development would begin by 1 October 2009 were incorrect.”, also “…the whole county; a second bid had to be made by 1 October 2009”, furthermore “...in Fovant; although WC Cllr Mrs Green confirmed that she considered that the site on Sutton Road was the obvious choice.”; 09/31 “parish steward” should be used instead of lengthsman; the Minutes were approved nem con.
