TAPCAP:  Cllr Knowles reported that action within TAPCAP had significantly slowed after the Area Board pilots had closed down in March 2009 pending the setting-up of new Area Boards now anticipated sometime in June/July 2009.  At this time TAPCAP funding had not yet been received from the WC and support functions were very limited.  It was hoped that over the forthcoming summer, a road-show would be able to visit local area village fetes.
