SEVEN TALKS IN HARNHAM MEMORIAL HALL, WATERSMEET ROAD, SALISBURY, SP2 8JH, ADJACENT TO ALL SAINTS CHURCH,  STARTING AT 7.30pm ON 3rd FRIDAY OF THE MONTH, PLUS COACH TRIP & MINI-VISITS
Non-members may attend talks for a £2 fee, and events if tickets are available; new members are always welcome to join the HGS.

20 JANUARY “Ponies and People of the New Forest”, by Sue Bowser, a well-known local speaker who is also a keen gardener.
17 FEBRUARY “What Show Judges are Looking For”, by Ray Broughton who gave us an excellent talk in September 2011 about pests and diseases and soil management, and is also an experienced Judge at horticultural shows. He will tell us how best to present our exhibits to catch the Judges’ attention.
20 APRIL “Abbotsbury Sub-Tropical Gardens, Past, Present and Future”, by Stephen Griffith, Head Gardner. This talk about the development of the gardens is in preparation for our coach outing on 21 June.
18 MAY “All About Allotments”, by Yvonne Toon, head of the local Allotment Association.

15 JUNE “DEMONSTRATION of Plant Propagation by Taking Cuttings and Rooting”, by plantswoman Mary Cumper (who used to live in Bouverie Avenue & is now based in Nunton). We will have a chance to get our hands dirty this evening!
21 SEPTEMBER “Caring for your Lawn”, by James Hewlett, MD of local businesses Hewlett Turf and Lawntech. James has expert knowledge of maintaining grass and turf. He will illustrate some of the problems that beset our lawns and how best to deal with them.
16 NOVEMBER “Designing Gardens for All Seasons” – including at Odstock Hospital & Hospice, by Sara Gruzelier. HGS members were recently invited to work as volunteers at Odstock to maintain the gardens, so it will be interesting to meet the local garden designer who planned the hospital gardens. 
MAIN VISIT BY COACH 
Thursday 21 JUNE to Abbotsbury Sub-Tropical Gardens , Bullers Way, Abbotsbury, nr Weymouth, Dorset, DT3 4LA, and Abbotsbury Swannery, New Barn Road, Abbotsbury, DT3 4JG. The coach will leave from the junction of Old Blandford Road and Harnham Road (almost opposite the Church) at 8.45am to arrive at the Gardens approx 10.45am - 11am. In addition to the interesting plants there is a cafe/restaurant, nursery and gift shop for us to enjoy. At 3.00 we will re-board the coach to be driven to the Swannery. The swans and cygnets are fed at 4pm, apparently an amazing spectacle! – and there are walking routes to view the swans and their nests. We will re-board the coach and depart promptly at 5pm, arriving back in Salisbury at approx 6.45pm – 7pm. Val charges £6 per person for a tour and refreshments, and all the money goes to Help for Heroes. She may arrange for other experts to be there to answer questions, and Marcus will be there to take orders for plants. THIS IS A VISIT NOT TO BE MISSED!
Tuesday 24 JULY 2pm Edmondsham Gardens, in Edmondsham, BH21 5RE, between Cranbourne and Verwood, off the B3081. Head Gardener Andrew Haynes will give us a conducted tour of the gardens by, for £5 per person. The gardens have been highly recommended by HGS members who visited in 2011. Andrew has been Head Gardener since 1984; he writes a regular column in the garden magazine ”Grow It” . His particular interests are Japanese plants, and rare edible plants. The kitchen gardens have been in use for over 100 years and all produce is grown to organic standards.
