Matters Arising:    
a) 
The Planning application for three houses on a corner plot in Bouverie Avenue was refused,  as was the appeal for the five.  New application for one house and alterations to existing will be considered.   The Planning Inspector upheld the designation of an area of Housing Restraint.
b)
The Chairman will write to the Probation Office about specific tasks for which young offenders might be suitable workers.

Chairman’s Report and Letters:
a)
Ayleswade Road Residents’ Association held an informal picnic in someone’s garden when 80 people turned up.   A similar event in Britford on the playing fields was very successful.   It was felt residents groups should be encouraged to meet together in this way, possibly through Neighbourhood Watch Co-ordinators.
b)
The Chairman did not have a copy of her letter regarding the Local Development Framework with her.   The public meeting was well attended.   The next stage of consultation goes to Cabinet on 16 July for public consultation in August and hopefully reporting in September though SDC have lost a lot of staff due to job fears prior to becoming a unitary authority.   It was agreed HNA should arrange a public meeting in good time and have a joint meeting with neighbouring Parish Councils.   The Secretary expressed her displeasure that Harnham and parishes south of Salisbury had suddenly become “Four Rivers Community Area” thereby losing their identity and sense of place.

Arrangements for AGM
Dave Tompkins and Dr J Court will retire.   New representatives are sought in Free Church and Harnham Junior School polling districts.  Everyone was asked to try to recruit new members; adverts in Parish Magazine, Harnham Club, Old Mill and school newsletters were suggested and promotion at the Local Development Framework meeting.
The Chairman will ask Hills Waste for a speaker and Cllr Dalton will get a speaker from SDC.

CleanUp UK’s Litter Action
Pam Rouquette spoke about a new campaign on litter and website www.litteraction.org.uk.   It was felt that people would not want to be organised and we should not organise a second annual litter pick.   A lot of individuals make an effort to clean up litter and Cllr Tomlinson has obtained tongs and gloves for them from SDC.   It was suggested Cllr Hill might speak about this at the AGM.

Reports:
a)
Cllr Dalton reported that bus a shelter will be provided by Brympton Lodge with RTPI, other new bus stops or shelters will follow.  Tatty bus shelters will also be replaced throughout the city.
b)
Yellow lines have been marked in  Norfolk Road, Old Blandford Road and Britford Lane. 

c)
The zebra crossing in Netherhampton Road will be started on 4 August and take 10 days.   Police will monitor with speed cameras.
d)
The quality of resurfacing on Town Path is very disappointing.  Cllr Dalton has asked for it to be done again.  The memorial bench installation went very well.
e)
Draft proposals were accepted by the Boundary Committee placing everything north of Netherhampton Road in St Martins & Cathedral Division.   Local residents are unhappy about this and have a chance to comment during the public consultation phase up to 25 August.
f)
Cllr Hill reported on the parishing of Salisbury consultations and implementation panel.   3000 responses were received.   Further consultations are planned.  The unitary council suggested setting up Community Area Boards comprising all community services and Salisbury will pilot the project.
g)
Queen Elizabeth Gardens is to be enhanced as a popular tourist area.   Hudsons Field will be tidied up.

h)
Cllr McKeown is campaigning to have Francis Way/Meyrick Avenue made one-way. 
i)
Cllr Tomlinson reported there has been an increase in the amount of flytipping; Environmental Services are removing it.
j)
A Police dog was badly injured by an alsation on Middle Street Meadows.   RSPCA informed.

k)
Harnham Road was closed following an accident being treated as a crime scene.   There were no fatalities.
l)
Young people are again congregating in the area.   There have been complaints about litter and garden ornaments have been stolen.  Police will be actively patrolling during the summer.  Winnie Manning had had youth workers operating in Harnham.
m)
CoolSport are running It’s a Knockout on 12 July at Harnham Junior School.
n)
Harnham Football Club now have so many members they needed 25 new footballs.
o)
Rev Scrace reported East Harnham Community Centre Committee has asked the Council to place funds and land on hold because the houses on Rowbarrow are not going to be built for some time.
