Minutes of the meeting of Maiden Bradley with Yarnfield Parish Council held at the Village Hall Maiden Bradley on Tuesday 10th September 2013 at 7.30pm.

Resolved: to note Fleur de Rhe Phillipe’s report, she spoke to Council on the New Council, the financial issues that they were working on, Highways Street Scene and the new Contractor change over issues that had been experienced. She informed Council that she has now changed her portfolio and that she was now Cabinet Member for Economic Development, Skills and Strategic Transport. She updated Council on the bid to be made to government re the A303 feasibility study and issues that have occurred near Stonehenge. Council informed Fleur that it looked forward to hearing in the near future that there are some improvements re Highways.

13/098 Parish Steward/Highways

Resolved: Weeds require attention in Church Street, The Clerk reported that this was on a work ticket already raised and that the leaves down by Councillor Patrick Nixon’s residence require clearing from the traffic calming islands. The Clerk was asked to email Tracy Myers that the sweeper had visited the parish but the work had been actioned to a poor standard, there had still been no pavement sweeping and several drains were blocked. The Clerk informed Council that she would follow up these items.  
13/099 Community Speed Watch

Resolved: Councillor Patrick Nixon informed Council that he was attending the Police Crime Commissioners meeting.
13/100 Community Area Traffic Group meeting 24th September 2013 
Resolved: that there were no roads to be highlighted to the CATG Group for review as looking at the Data the Clerk provided, Maiden Bradley would not come under the top three villages to be reviewed.

13/101 Maiden Bradley Chapel

Resolved: to note that the Clerk had been informed by Edward Bizzey Director of the company Clanfield Properties with whom the Wessex Trust Charity has placed the building that the building was to be sold at Auction.  

13/102 Insurance Company Risk Assessment

Resolved: to note the Clerks suggested Valuations for the Bus Stop and Noticeboard. The Clerk was instructed to inform the Insurance Company of the valuations. Council noted that the Clerk was still seeking the confirmation of the ownership of the Foxes Head Memorial; her emails to the Estate had still not been replied too. 

13/103 Parish Plan outcomes

Resolved: the following to the below:
A) Do whatever it can to ensure the continuation of the weekly GP Surgery and prescription Service – (Village Hall extension support) 
The Village Hall to be supported by the Parish Council, financially and in any other way it lawfully can. 
B) Carry out a review of listed buildings and other sites where listing might be warranted. 
Council instructed the Clerk to ask a particular parishioner if they would take on the above project. 
C) Liaise closely with designated police staff and the parish news to publish relevant information and advice from the police as part of this, Council will take an initiative designed to get an active Neighbourhood Watch going once again, and look into the case for a linked farm watch. (Attendance at Rural Policing Neighbourhood Tasking Group meetings etc) 
Council instructed the Clerk to advertise in Parish News if there would be a parishioner willing to take on Neighbourhood Watch. The Clerk would attend the Rural Policing Neighbourhood Tasking Group meetings on the behalf of the Parish Council and feedback to Council notes from the meetings.
D) Governance is a theme in Maiden Bradleys 2005 Plan, but appears to be excluded from the topic headings for WVCP. The view from our community is that it is appropriate for us to have the opportunity to appraise and receive information about the way we are governed, and that covers the work of the Parish Council, Warminster Area Board and Wiltshire Council. Council will press for its recognition. 

Council instructed the Clerk to attend on behalf of the Council the Area Board meetings and WVCP meetings so that she can feed back to Council reports from both the meetings. 
E) Support voluntary activity by enabling training and seeking to combat the impediments posed by the increasing demands of Health and Safety compliance, and high Insurance costs. 
Council understand that the Trustees have reported that the Swimming pool was to now be filled in, they will continue through the Clerk to inform Groups and Clubs when training and other relevant information is received by the Parish Council and support all groups and clubs in any way lawfully that it can.
13/104 Forward Planning Prepare Budget

Resolved: that the repairing of the Knapp fencing is one of the items possibly to be considered in the Budget as it was highlighted on last year’s maintenance list.

13/105 Defibrillator Project

Resolved: the Clerk to keep seeking grant funding for this project, Council noted that in this present climate it is proving harder to find funding streams.
