The Clerk would ask whether if the cost could be covered by the Parish council that a new pole could be placed near the Frome end of the parish where the majority of the speeding occurs. This had been discussed with the Wiltshire Technical Officers on site, as their recommended course of action.

13/237 WWI Commemorations

Resolved: noted that the Clerk had met with the Chairman of the Village Hall. He had put a suggestion forward that a Wooden Plaque Memorial be placed in the Village Hall garden area at the front of the Village Hall with a seat for reflection. This would give an easy accessible site for all denominations to view and a resting place for those less able. The Clerk had also been approached by a parishioner who will feed back further ideas that they are investigating at present. The Clerk informed Councillors that other parishes have indicated that they will use the month of November for their Commemorations, this was noted.
13/238 Defibrillator Project

Resolved: to note that the Clerk had drafted the Grant Application to the Warminster Area Board but was unable to complete it until she had the prices from the Great Western Ambulance Service, as she required the cost of the defibrillators outside secure housing unit. Council noted the cost of the Insurance when the unit is added to the policy.

Councillor Angus Neish agreed to use his trailer to collect the full Litter Bags and return them to the Community Garden. The Clerk was instructed to place advert in the parish news and advertise with posters around the parish. The Clerk was also instructed to ask Wiltshire Council for the bags collected to be picked up on the Monday after the litter pick. It was also asked if a list could be complied for the village shop to take names of possible attendees and to promote the litter pick.
