Council discussed the report from ROSPA and the new path to the recreational area. Council resolved the payment to K. M. Dike Nurseries for the installation of the new pathway. The Chairman instructed the Clerk to add the report from Mr Chris Oliver to the September Agenda when Councillor Angus Neish would be present.
09/087 Noticeboard Update
Council noted the update from the Clerk and the reply from Mr Alan Inward regarding the sighting of the Community Communications noticeboard. The Chairman then read out a letter from Mr Alan Inward regarding the wish for further improvements to communications within the Parish.
