Minutes of the meeting of Maiden Bradley with Yarnfield Parish Council held at the Village Hall Maiden Bradley on Tuesday 8th April 2014 at 7.30pm.

Present: Councillors

Councillor Angus Neish, Councillor Ben Gunstone, Councillor Patrick Nixon and Councillor Jerry Rayner 
In attendance: The Parish Clerk, Mrs Sarah Jeffries MILCM, Wiltshire Council Unitary Councillor Fleur De Rhe Philipe and 3 members of the public were present at the meeting.

Public Question Time Public Bodies (admissions to meetings) Act 1960 s 1 extended by the LG Act 972 s 100. The possible new publicans of the Somerset Arms addressed Council on their aspirations and future hopes. The Chairman thanked them for their attendance and wished them well in their project.
Report from Unitary Councillor

Resolved: Fleur spoke to Council re the fund raising for future Olympians, Wiltshire Council had been successful with its fund raising events recently and had been able to support several hopefuls. She mentioned that the A303 had moved up the Agenda for Government now the recent flooding has helped highlight the issues with transportation across the West of the Country to them. This means the odds for the future prospects of the possible changes to the Highways system had increased. The New Wiltshire Council Budget was well under way, youth service changes were obviously under consultation at present and they are receiving 28% less of their budget requirements from government. A £275000 bid for, for Northern; Western and Southern corridor projects which will hopefully benefit Wiltshire as a whole were also under way. The Chairman thanked Fleur for coming along and her update, it was much appreciated.

Resolved: Councillor Sarah Fry had sent her apologies due to ill health. Council resolved her reason for absence. Councillor Karen Jenkins was absent no apologies had been sent.

13/295 Parish Steward/Highways

Resolved:  the leaves in the Church Street traffic calming Islands needed clearing out as they had not been touched. Councillor Patrick Nixon also mentioned that there had been no road sweeping and that the path ways had not been swept by the little road sweeper for some time. This was noticeable due to the amount of gravel on the footpaths. The weeds along the Church wall also require spraying. 
The provision of the Wiltshire Council 1 ton gritting sack scheme was discussed. Council agreed to continue with the scheme, Councillor Angus Neish reported that the grit bin he had in store at the farm was still full so another bag for next winter was not required. The Clerk was instructed to inform Wiltshire Council. 
13/296 WWI Commemorations

Resolved: the Clerk reported that no feedback had been received from parishioners to date.
13/297 Woodland Trust Trees application for free trees highlighted by the Village Hall Chairman

Resolved: There was concern felt re the upkeep of the trees in the future, not only at the hall but around the parish. The Clerk was instructed to advertise in the Parish Magazine if there are other parishioners interested in this project. 
13/298 Defibrillator Project

Resolved: The Clerk updated Council with her recent contact with the contact at the Great Western Ambulance Service. Council Councillor Angus Neish agreed to approach a parishioner re the fitment of the cabinet and the electrics required. The Clerk was instructed to email the fitting details to the Chairman she had received form the Great Western Ambulance Service. Council confirmed that it would allocate from the s137 Budget the short fall to the project.
13/299 Insurance Company Risk Assessment

Resolved: agreed to the £68.00 increase on the Insurance policy following the Insurance valuation for the Water Trough Memorial at £15,000.00
13/300 Bus Stop Noticeboard

Resolved: the approval of the minor repairs to the Noticeboard by the Bus Stop, it was also agreed that due to the nature of the repairs that the approved contractor could action the work without a quotation. All agreed.
13/301 Review Knapp Fencing Condition

Resolved: discussions on this item were postponed and the Clerk was asked to place it on the next agenda to discuss the condition of the fencing. Photographs will be distributed during that meeting. 
13/302 Litter Pick/ Mini Recycling Sites

Resolved: it was felt that the litter pick went well, even though few had attended. Those who attended did clear a large amount of litter, most areas had been covered. No further equipment was required although stronger bags might be preferable.

It was decided that the shop staff would be approached next year to promote it if possible as when the previous parishioner who had acted as coordinator had worked in the shop more of the Community had been made aware of the litter pick and taken part due to the personnel contact. 
The amount of gel wrappers from cyclists found in the hedgerow was a cause of concern; Councillor Jerry Rayner agreed to speak to his contacts re the discard of gels from cyclists.

Council also noted the correspondence from Wiltshire Council that the recycling site was to now be removed as the door stop collections were now so successful. 
13/303 Best Kept Village Competition

Resolved: to take part in the 2014 competition, discussions on the actions required around the parish and the working party members to take action would be held at the next meeting. The Clerk was instructed to approach a parishioner re a walk around the parish by herself and the parishioner to highlight independently to the Council those areas they felt needed improving and bring a list to next meeting.
13/304 Policy Documentation

Resolved: Council discussed the National Association of Local Councils recommended draft Standing Orders. Council resolved the formal adoption of the below addition to the NALC Standing Orders that:
Planning applications shall be received by the Clerk who will provide details to Councillors and where no queries arise by joint decision of all Councillors, the Clerk shall be delegated to inform the Planning Department within the time allocated of the decision of the Council.  All Councillors will report by email directly back to the Clerk thereby avoiding discussion between members. Where queries arise the Chairman will call for a site meeting which may require an Extraordinary Meeting to decide upon the application. Adhering strictly to legal procedures set by NALC. 

Council resolved the draft and the above inclusion. The Clerk was instructed to bring the draft for resolving to the next meeting. Council noted that a draft of the suggested NALC Financial Regulations had also been sent through to the Clerk and would be brought to the next meeting for discussion.
13/305 Village Show

Resolved: Councillor Ben Gunstone reported on his meeting at the Village Hall Committee, he mentioned that there would be music with young farmers from mid-afternoon to midnight and possible camping on the recreational area. Another meeting would take place to formally agree any arrangements. Councillor Ben Gunstone reported that he will attend this meeting and report back. The Village Hall Committee had asked if the fence along the side of the recreational area could have some sections temporary removed if Sydenham’s agree, Council saw no reason to disagree with this request as long as it was put back as is.  Council agreed to the Village Hall Committees use of the recreational area for the Village Show, subject to the signing of the recreational area agreement. The Chairman thanked Councillor Ben Gunstone for his report and attending the meeting. 
13/306 Village Hall Committee Grant Application s137

Resolved: discussed the grant application for £500.00 received from the Village Hall Committee. It was seeking match funding towards the refurbishment of the Storage room in the hall to enable the Doctors Surgery to take place at the Hall, other funding sources were also being sought. £1000.00 had been raised by the Village Hall Committee towards this project and the Fudge Trust had been approached by the Village Hall Committee and the Friends of Warminster Hospital for equipment to furnish it. It was noted that this project had proved hard for the Committee to seek funding for. Council agreed to grant the £500.00 to help with this project.
13/307 Owlets Grant Application Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976, s19 

Resolved: Instructed the Clerk to invite an Owlets Committee member to attend the next meeting to discuss their application for £199.99. Councillor Ben Gunstone agreed to speak to both Owlets and the Youth Club on this application to see if joint funding could be arranged to cover the cost of the shed.  
13/308 Annual Parish Plan Review

Resolved:  instructed the Clerk to place this item on the next agenda to discuss the outstanding Parish Plan actions and plan for future actions to complete the plan see pages 9 – 12 of the 2012 Parish Plan & Handbook.
13/309 Annual Parish Meeting Arrangements

Resolved: noted the Clerk had actioned the invites as requested. No further action was required.
13/310 Nominations for Chairman and Vice Chairman for the May meeting

Resolved: noted that the Clerk will require Councillors to put in nominations for the role of Chairman and Vice Chairman for the May meeting. The Clerk asked if Councillors could email her their suggestions before the meeting.
13/311 Veterans Charity

Resolved: to note the invite from the Veterans Charity for the Councillors of the Parish Council to lead the Forces March from Maiden Bradley to Longbridge Deverill. The Clerk reported that she has emailed the recreational Area Conditions of use form to the Veterans Charity and has requested a copy of their insurance policy for the event.

The Clerk was instructed to give the new public house tenants the contact details to the veteran charity so that they could liaise re the event as in previous years this event had been very successful for the public house. 
13/312 Clerk’s Report
Dog Waste

Resolved: noted Clerks report highlighting the fact that there had been 5 bins placed by Wiltshire Council in to the community when provision had first been sought many years ago. The Clerk reported that the Village Hall bin was in fact a Wiltshire Council owned bin and had been placed within the village hall car park as it had caused accidents just outside the gates. The Clerk suggested that the Village Hall Committee be approached as to whether they would agree to the bin being removed from the site and relocated in Back lane for the dog waste provision. Council agreed to this view being sought. Council noted that the Clerk has still to hear back from the Community Co-ordinator as to whether Wiltshire Council will collect from the possible purchased dog waste bin if required but that a meeting had been agreed for the 24th April 2014 for the Clerk to discuss many of the outstanding issues in the parish with the Community Co-ordinator.
Recreational Area

Resolved: Councillor Ben Gunstone reported that he is still to solve the Graffiti issue on the Recreational Area. The Clerk was instructed to place this item on the next agenda. Council agreed to the Frome Football Youth Team using the recreational area and the Clerk seeking costs to the suggested rolling of the pitch. The Clerk would email the Council the cost for resolving as soon as she hears from the Grounds maintenance Contractor. 
Neighbourhood Watch 

Resolved: noted no one has come forward to cover this position it was agreed that the Clerk attended the meetings till a representative is found. Speed watch was mentioned and the 18 months it had run, it was still felt that the Community Speed Watch Group would not reinstate at present.
Village Hall 

Resolved: noted the new draft plans for the alterations to the Village Hall to make it a more flexible community space. Council agreed to support where it could the Village Hall Committees plans for this large scale project. Council noted that large scale funding will need to be sought to complete the project and that a parishioner had agreed to action the grant applications for these funds. 

13/313 Swimming Pool

Resolved: noted that the Clerk has passed on details of another parishioner who has contacted her and offered help re the Swimming Pool, onto the Trustees. It was noted that the May meeting was the agreed deadline for discussions with the trustees on how the Parish Council could help.
13/314 Community Campus Warminster & Villages

Resolved: discussed the circulation of the below campus consultation papers. It was agreed to instruct the Clerk to publish the consultation through the Parish News and that a few hard copies would be placed in the village shop.
Warminster campus consultation

The idea of a campus is to bring a number of services and facilities together to provide fit for purpose, flexible spaces, accessible to everyone in our community.
