12/115 Proposed Traffic Regulation Order for consultation- The County of Wiltshire (various roads, Maiden Bradley with Yarnfield and Kilmington) (50mph Speed Limit) Order 2012 

Resolved- The Clerk writes a letter informing Wiltshire Council that re Rodmead Designating a road that is physically impossible to drive at 50mph is not practical; the parish council feels that this it should have a 30mph speed restriction for the 200yds of Highway. 

Re Coombe Barn this is a narrow single track lane and should be 30mph. it would be dangerous to even try to drive at 50mph down this tiny lane. The Parish Council would like some common sense to be recorded.

Resolved: to take on the standard as the parish standard. The Parish Council was grateful of Chris Oliver’s work in the past producing this for the Parish Council. It was agreed that the Footpath Standard would be reviewed again in 5 years’ time. The Clerk would advertise the below in the Parish News.
Maiden Bradley with Yarnfield Parish Footpath Standard

Applying to the highways within the parish where the public right of way is on foot only. (Referred to as paths herein)

The Standard

Paths will be apparent on the ground and passable at all times, without hindrance, by bona fide travellers.

Some Details

•Paths will be unobstructed except where fences are erected to retain livestock. In this case the land occupiers will provide gates or stiles which will be kept safe and usable by all travellers.

•Where they leave metalled roads, paths will be signposted by the Highway Authority who may also way-mark the paths by agreement with the occupier. The occupier may so mark the paths if desirable.

•The minimum width of paths will allow two travellers to pass each other.

•There will be no dangers (or notices of danger) along paths although cautionary and advisory notices will be displayed as needed. These will not be misleading or intimidating.

Duties and Responsibilities

•Path Users. It can be assumed that travellers will ensure they are properly equipped for the terrain and expected seasonal conditions and that they and accompanying children are fit and able to use the paths.

•The Highways Authority will have the overall responsibility to ensure that their duties and those of others are carried out so that the parish paths are up to standard. They will contribute towards the cost of maintaining stiles and gates. They will maintain bridges over natural water courses and maintain the surface of the paths to parish standard.

•Landowners and/or occupiers will ensure that their use of the land, (including permitted use by others) does not cause harm, obstruction or hindrance to path users.

Some Special Situations
•Walkers may have dogs with them on the path (on a lead if necessary).

•No animals known to be aggressive will be kept on land crossed by a path. This includes bulls unless they are under 10 months old or are a non-dairy breed with their cows.

•Obstructions to paths include slurry, manure, and equipment such as cattle feeders and mineral licks which attract cattle to them.

•Gateways which are used intensively by cattle and heavy traffic to the extent that the surface becomes un-passable on foot will need to have alternative arrangements for travellers (such as a stile nearby) provided by the occupier.

•Overhanging and encroaching vegetation (including crops) will be cut back by occupiers.

•Cultivations and cropping. Field edge paths will not be cultivated. Cross field paths may be cultivated for cropping if it is not convenient to leave them. After the first cultivation for any crop paths will be made good within 14days and after subsequent cultivation within 24 hours. Through crops the paths will remain apparent on the ground and kept clear of crops.

•The Highways Authority will be responsible for ensuring the surface of paths is up to standard. They will control vegetation on the surface of field edge paths and those enclosed by hedges, fences or walls and on set-aside land.
