The Clerk has received a copy of Wiltshire’s Household Emergencies booklet. 9. Planning/ Solar Panels
The Clerk has received the question below from a Parishioner following the decision reported on the school house planning application from the Inspector. Council is asked to discuss the question.

Do you think the Parish Council would consider asking Wiltshire Council for general guidance on solar panels in conservation areas? The appeal inspector's decision is useful because it gives his view that if the panels are on a building of distinction, whether or not listed, and if they are visible from the road, then they should not be allowed. However, that is his view, not necessarily Wiltshire Council's, and there remain four specific questions relating to properties in a conservation area -

1. Would permission be given for solar panels on a building of distinction (listed or not) where the panels are not visible from any road?

2. Would permission be given for panels on a building that is neither listed nor of distinction, regardless of visibility?

3. Would permission be given for panels on a building that is not listed and not of distinction, where the panels are not visible from any road.

4. Would permission be given, or is it needed, for panels installed in a back garden (i.e. not on a building at all)?
