Council is asked to note that the Village Shop Committee felt that they were unable to accommodate a Ton Bag of Salt at the Shop. The Clerk would recommend to Council that if it still wishes to make provisions for the parish that other sites are researched ready for next August as the deadline has now passed for this project.
9. Recycling Site
Council is asked to discuss the below information and inform the Clerk of it wishes to make any reply.
Following the successful introduction of improved kerbside waste and recycling collection services in Wiltshire during 2011-12, residents can now recycle a wider range of materials from the kerbside including plastic bottles and cardboard.  The mini recycling sites are therefore being used less by residents and the recycling tonnage collected from these has reduced year on year.  

The waste services budget for 2012-13 requires savings of around £300,000.  This will help the council to spend more on priority services, such as those for vulnerable adults and children, and roads. Following consultation, the service will be reducing the number of mini recycling sites, primarily those used by schools and not accessible to the general public, terminating plastic bottle and card collections from mini recycling sites and removing the summer evening opening hours at Wiltshire’s Household Recycling Centres (HRCs)(5pm-7pm on Wednesday and Thursday evenings from 1 April to 31 October). 

Changes to mini recycling sites will be made from 1 October, with the bins to be removed or changed shortly after that date. 

Land owners and schools will be informed about the changes over the coming weeks by letter and posters will also be put on affected bins (expect those used exclusively by schools) over the next two weeks to inform service users about the changes. However as the local town/parish council we would like to inform you in advance of how your local sites will be affected by the review. Please see below for details of the affected sites.

Neighbourhood Tasking Group

The Clerk would like to inform Council that she attended the above meeting on behalf of the Parish Council. They discussed the last three months priorities and the success the rural Police Team had achieved with the speeding and schools parking issues they had covered. Door to door selling and the issues parishioners had had provoked a plea from the Rural Policing unit for parishioners to phone 101 and inform them of the presence of a seller in the area so that they could run checks to make sure they were legitimate. The Group decided to give the team the task of improving general road safety along with continuing the work alongside the Community Speed Watch groups. The next meeting will be on the 27th November 2012.
Participatory Budgeting
The Warminster Area Board is running participatory budgeting sessions for young people’s projects. The youth of the parish can put together with a sponsor, a bid for funding and present in person or as a group, an idea to the Area Board that they have that requires funding. It can be for equipment, trips or outdoor recreational activities, art, sports, theatre, dance, cookery or craft activities, training or learning new skills to action. The most popular projects will go through where the participatory budgeting items will be put to the meetings and the local people attending will decide from the presentations which will gain funding by voting for the projects they would like to see happen. There has been £4,045 put aside funding this project. It is hoped to more involve the youth. 
Society of Local Council Clerks National Conference

It is the Society of Local Council Clerks National Conference on the 12th to 14th October 2012 in Bristol.  The Conference is to cover neighbourhood planning, Community owned enterprises, Neighbourhood community budgets, inspiring your community amongst many other items, if Council agree to the Clerks attendance she can action an application for a Bursary for £100.00.  The conference cost is £415.00 but if an early booking is made it will save a further £30.00 and if the Clerk shares a room with another Clerk it saves a further £55.00. Another Clerk has indicated that it would also suit them to share. This brings the cost down to £230.00 if the cost is shared between the four Parish Councils the shared cost would come out at £57.50 + £6.52 travelling per Parish Council.
Society of Local Council Clerks Regional Conference

Cost £65.00 a Bursary has been action by Upper Deverills Parish Council for ½ the cost. If awarded then cost split 4 ways £8.00 + travelling of £18.40 split 4 ways £4.60 each total cost £12.60 for each Parish Council.
