ROAD TRAFFIC REGULATION ACT 1984

THE COUNTY OF WILTSHIRE (B3092, MAIDEN BRADLEY WITH YARNFIELD AND KILMINGTON) (50 MPH SPEED LIMIT) ORDER 2012

The Council of the County of Wiltshire in exercise of its powers under Section 84 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (hereinafter referred to as “the Act”) as amended and of all other enabling powers and after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police in accordance with Part III of Schedule 9 to the Act hereby makes the following Order:-

1. No person shall drive any vehicle at a speed exceeding 50 miles per hour on the lengths of road specified in the Schedule to this Order.

2. No speed limit imposed by this Order applies to vehicles falling within Regulation 3(4) of the Road Traffic Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variation and Amendment) Regulations 2011 when used in accordance with Regulation 3(5) of those Regulations.

3. This Order shall come into operation on xxxxxxxx 2012 and may be cited as The County of Wiltshire (B3092, Maiden Bradley with Yarnfield and Kilmington) (50 mph Speed Limit) Order 2012.

AAT (Association of Accounting Technicians) Bristol Branch is holding a CPD event with SLCC on Saturday 28th April at the Bristol Golf Club (Cribbs Causeway junction off the M5). The event will start with refreshments (Full English breakfast to be precise) at 9/9.30am for networking which will be followed by two CPD presentations. Both are Local Government finance related. The subjects will be:

 Internal Audit by Tim Light who is a former president of the AAT and who is one of the partners for ‘Fair Account’ Internal Auditors.

 VAT for Local Councils will be presented by Steve Parkinson who is an excellent tutor for SLCC and also a practicing Clerk. He is often on the forum responding to financial queries raised by other Clerks.

 Prior to this I hope to do a very short presentation to make AAT members aware of employment opportunities within the Clerks sector and to make SLCC members aware of future financial training opportunities with the AAT, possibly linked to the SLCC in the future.  This is a non-chargeable event 
General Power of Competence

Council is asked to discuss the Clerks attendance on the below course. This course if the Clerk passes it will eventually lead to the removal of constraints on Council on its power to spend. When the Clerk started as its Clerk, the Parish Council insisted that the Clerk complete her exams. by attending the course this will update the Clerk to current CILCA status.

In a personal letter to Chief Executive, Nick Randle, the Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government (CLG), The Rt Hon Eric Pickles, has confirmed that the General Power of Competence (GPC) contained in section 1 of the Localism Act 2011 will be available to local councils in England from April.  The Order bringing the provisions into effect was made on 30th March and can be viewed at http://www.legislation.gov.uk/uksi/2012/965/contents/made For Councils to exercise the power:

•
two thirds or more of the councillors must have been elected at the last ordinary election – or by-election - of the council (not co-opted) and

•
the Clerk to the Parish Council must hold the Certificate in Local Council Administration, the Certificate of Higher Education in Local Policy,  the Certificate of Higher Education in Local Council Administration or the first level of the foundation degree in Community Engagement and Governance awarded by the University of Gloucestershire or its successor qualifications plus relevant training in exercise of the power (if not completed as part of the qualification the clerk holds).

At a recent SLCC regional conference, James Kingston of the CLG Decentralisation and Neighbourhoods team described the new power as “enabling parish councils, to do anything that an individual might do, apart from that which is specifically prohibited. They are still required to act in accordance with statutory limitations or restrictions. Powers to tax, precept and borrow will remain governed by the existing regimes.  The need for specific powers will remain before a council can affect the rights of others.” 

The Society of Local Council Clerks has been commissioned by CLG to design and deliver the training to enable Councils to meet the qualified clerk criteria for the new GPC. This will involve an additional module in CiLCA on GPC to replace the current well-being module, and completion by current CiLCA holders of this additional module will then meet the qualified clerk GPC criteria, the other being the electoral mandate test. 

The training team have already run a pilot session, two train-the-trainer courses and now have a bank of trainers supplied with relevant training materials ready to roll out the training across the country. The course is on offer on the 3rd May at Burnham on Sea 6.30pm to 9.00pm. Cost £40.00 which the Clerk will request if all four Parish Councils would split the associated cost for the Clerks attendance.
