The Clerk has included the addition of a planning addition to allow Council to comment on planning, trees etc if they fall outside of the meeting date’s cycle. This would alleviate the need for addition meetings if all agree to the application only.
Council is asked to resolve the formal adoption of the below addition to the Standing Orders that:

Planning applications shall be received by the Clerk who will provide details to Councillors and where no queries arise by joint decision of all Councillors, the Clerk shall be delegated to inform the Planning Department within the time allocated of the decision of the Council.  All Councillors will report by email directly back to the Clerk thereby avoiding discussion between members. Where queries arise the Chairman will call for a site meeting which may require an Extraordinary Meeting to decide upon the application. Adhering strictly to legal procedures set by NALC. 

See attached documentation, draft and present Standing Orders. A draft of the suggested NALC Financial Regulations has also been sent through but the Clerk has not had time to take action on these as well this month.

20. Village Hall Committee Grant Application s137
Council is asked to discuss the grant application for £500.00 received from the Village Hall Committee. It is seeking match funding towards the refurbishment of the Storage room in the hall to enable the Doctors Surgery to take place at the Hall, other funding sources are also being sought. £1000.00 has been raised by the Village Hall Committee towards this project and the Fudge Trust has been approached by the Village Hall Committee and the Friends of Warminster Hospital for equipment, this project has proved hard for the Committee to seek funding for.
21. Owlets Grant Application Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976, s19 
Council is asked to discuss the grant application for £199.99 received from Owlets towards the funding of a storage shed for their play equipment, as their current storage is being turned into the Doctors Surgery room so no storage areas will be available. Owlets is seeking match funding towards the project and the Parish Councils support for its grant application to the Warminster Area Board, the total cost is £999.99. £300.00 has been raised by Owlets towards this project and the Warminster Area Board is being approach for £500.00. Under the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976, s19 Council has the power to provide and equip buildings for use of clubs having social or educational objectives. This funding would need to be allocated from the reserves and contingency budget funding.

Examination of South Somerset Local Plan 2006-2028
Council is asked to discuss the below consultation and inform the Clerk if it has any comments to make on the submission:

Submission of Proposed Main Modifications 

The Council has made a request under Section 20(7C) of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act (as amended), which requires the Inspector to recommend modifications to the South Somerset Local Plan (2006 – 2028).

In accordance with Regulation 22(3) of the Town and Country Planning (Local Planning) (England) Regulations 2012, the Council is notifying you that the Proposed Main Modifications to the South Somerset Local Plan (2006 – 2028) have been submitted to the Secretary of State on the 18 March 2014.

The Proposed Main Modifications seek to address the issues raised in the Inspector’s Preliminary Findings letter of the 3 July 2013.

In a letter to the Council on the 28 January 2014, the Inspector has stated that: “it very likely that further Hearing Sessions, to consider only objections to the MMs, will be required”. It is expected that the further Examination Hearing Sessions will take place from the 10 June 2014.

Paths Improvement Grant Scheme 2014

Council is asked to discuss the below paths improvement scheme and decide if there is any area it wishes to improve.

The Paths Improvement Grants Scheme (PIGS) aims to help people make innovative improvements to countryside access and the rights of way network in their area. The scheme is a partnership between Wiltshire Council’s Rights of Way and Countryside section and the Wiltshire and Swindon Countryside Access Forum. Parishes can bid for up to 50% match funding, if their proposal is approved they then undertake the schemes themselves.

Schemes funded in previous years include:

•improvements to the existing rights of way network such as surface improvements and replacing stiles with gates

•creating new rights of way or permissive links to avoid busy roads or provide new routes

•destination signing

•materials for promoting countryside access

St Johns Ambulance

Council is asked to discuss the correspondence below:
As the nation’s leading first aid charity, St John Ambulance believes that nobody should die because they needed first aid and didn’t get it. Yet every year people die in situations where first aid could have given them a chance to live. St John Ambulance teaches people first aid, so that they can be the difference between a life lost and life saved.

Our research shows that fewer than one in five people (18%) in the South West would know what to do when faced with a medical emergency [1]. This is why we are dedicated to raising awareness of the importance of life saving skills and teaching first aid to thousands of young people in schools and communities across the country.

In 2013, St John Ambulance trained 7,300 children and adults with First Aid skills in the South West. With your help we can continue to save lives.

St John Ambulance provided first aid cover at nearly 7000 events, treating 6800 people. If we were to use a different volunteer for each event, we would have deployed a first aider 20,850 times over the course of the year, and 5001 vehicles.

As a charitable organisation we rely on the generous support of others to continue our work in schools and training as well as our Community First Responder units, who support the Ambulance Service in attending 999 calls providing lifesaving care.
