Minutes of the meeting of Maiden Bradley with Yarnfield Parish Council held at the Village Hall Maiden Bradley on Tuesday 11th April 2017 at 7.30pm.

Public Question Time Public Bodies (admissions to meetings) Act 1960 s 1
Mr Dereck Stevens addressed Council on his attendance at the recent Neighbourhood Tasking group meeting. The faulty Speed Indicator Devices were mentioned, the lack of the Farm Watch System in place now and the reported crimes in the area. He reported on the lack of Mobile signal and that the police are trailing a new 3G system. The next meeting will be in June. The Chairman thanked him for the report and for attending the meeting. 
Mr Alan Inwood thanked the Parish Council for its Grant Award to the Link Scheme, a photograph was taken with the Chairman and would be published in the Parish News. Mr Alan Inwood reported that a Link Scheme stall would be at the flower show advertising the Link Scheme to the whole community. The Chairman thanked him for coming.

REASON: For the avoidance of doubt and in the interests of proper planning.

3 The materials to be used in the construction of the external surfaces of the development hereby permitted shall match in material, colour and render those used in the existing building.

REASON:   In the interests of visual amenity and the character and appearance of the area.

4 The extension/accommodation hereby permitted shall not be occupied at any time other than for purposes ancillary to the residential use of the main dwelling, known as 8 Frome View, High Street, Maiden Bradley, BA12 7JG and it shall remain within the same planning unit as the main dwelling. 

REASON: The additional accommodation is sited in a position where the Local Planning Authority, having regard to the reasonable standards of residential amenity, access, and planning policies pertaining to the area, would not permit a wholly separate dwelling.

16/301 Parish Steward

Resolved: that the below list would be sent to the Highways for the next Parish Steward visit on the 27th April 2017. 
Church Street 
Hand clearing of blocked drainage gullies, culverts, pipes and pit, clearing storm debris from the roads and footways, along with the hand treatment of weeds along the footway.

It was also highlighted that the Crossroads back to the beginning of the Village Hall entrance, the road area needs sweeping or cleaning of the leaves and debris, it is causing a trip hazard for pedestrians.  

The clerk was instructed to send Mr Dereck Stevens a map and SAE to highlight the issue with the drainage at the bottom of Trow Lane he had mentioned to Councillors.
Community Pay Back Group

Resolved: noted that the clerk had followed up the Community Pay Back Team again requesting if it is still going ahead with the request to have the Church railing repainted, the clerk has received another out of office reply. The clerk will keep Council informed by email as soon as she has received a reply. Councillor Melvyn Thomas agreed to supply the clerk with another email contact address to try to move the project forward. 
16/302 Best Kept Village Competition

Resolved: it was highlighted that the Village Hall Committee were keen but would like other groups to join in. There was an opportunity to possibly work with a film crew on the competition. The clerk reported that no one has come forward from the Parish News advertisement. Following much discussion, it was decide to leave taking part in this year’s competition.
16/303 Speed Indicator Devices

Resolved: approved moving forward with the project. The clerk was instructed to seek funding match, it was thought that Budget funding might be vied from the granting budget as this was a high priority project. 
Councillor Melvyn Thomas spoke on possible fund raising with the community if further funds would need to be sought.  
It was agreed that a Battery operated SIDS would be the best solution as the Frome end post is sheltered under trees. Two mounting brackets to enable the SID to be rotated fortnightly were agreed. A risk assessment would need to be drafted making sure tools are handled correctly, safely, the fixing up of the units etc. The clerk was instructed to seek quotations from the recommended supplier. It was agreed that Councillor Patrick Nixon and Councillor Simon Wager would work on the project.

16/304 Village Shop

Resolved: following the resounding support at the Village Shop AG
M to the suggestion put forward by a parishioner that the Parish Council seeks to assist the Village Shop financially, it was agreed that Council would look into the possibility of a sub-lease from Sydenham’s. A consultation on the proposal would be put to the community. It was agreed that supporting the shop with the whole amount of the lease would be the proposals outline.

The clerk was instructed to investigate subletting of the lease and any possible legal issues. It was agreed to speak to the Village Shop Committee and Sydenham’s. 
The clerk was instructed to arrange for a public meeting, at the start of the June Council meeting. A leaflet drop with the Parish News would be actioned at the end of May consulting with parishioners. The comments received would then be collated with the June meeting held to report and discuss the findings in a public forum. The clerk was instructed to email out Community Profiling suggestions to Councillors. Proposed Councillor Sebastian Seymour Seconded Councillor Melvyn Thomas.

It will be monitored and if required a padlock and new gates at the far end of the recreational area would be discussed.

Resolved: approved retrospectively the painting of the football pitch lines for the Community Charity Football Match and the cost of £130.00 actioned under delegated powers with confirmation from the Vice Chairman. The future lining of the pitch was discussed, it was decided that the pitch at present not used enough to warrant the additional cost of £35.00 a cut to reline the pitch, it was decided that use of the recreational area would be monitored and the issue revisited if demand increased.
The suggestion of a changing room on the recreational area was also discussed, it was felt that the maintenance cost against the use at present did not warrant the addition. It would be monitored against future use.

Resolved: noted that the Forces March is due to use the recreational Area on the 27th May 2017. The clerk reported that she had followed up with Danny Greeno at the Forces March for a copy of their Insurance Documentation, Council noted the certificate. Council noted that all paper work is in place ready for the event.
