Parishioners Email

Resolved: discussed an email received from a parishioner re concerns that after the incident whereby the power lines had been recently shot, the electric supply was cut off and so was the water supply. This was for almost 6 hours. The parishioner had highlighted that the parish did at one time have its own supply of water from a reservoir at Mapperton Hill but the Water Board had closed this. They felt that it was in very good condition and didn’t see why it had to be emptied. They felt that they can cope without electric for that time but to not to be without water. They requested if the Parish Council contact Wessex Water to see if either they reinstall the reservoir or a generator as the do at all their other pumping stations.
Council resolved that the Clerk contact Wessex Water to ask if this issue could be looked into.
There was also a comment on the email re planning application 14/10954/FUL partridge pens. The parishioner felt that there is a chance of contamination when there is water run-off. If the applicant sticks to the planning constraints for this type of application, they felt that there would be no issue but that they hoped this would be monitored. Councillors Sebastian Seymour and Councillor Sarah Fry informed Council that as this was in there area so they would keep an eye out for any future issue that might occur.

I have today begun a public consultation on the cost of policing in 2015-16.  I am considering an increase of £3.06 per year, or 6p per week, for the average home (Band D property).  The increase is to help reduce the impact of significant central government grant reductions on policing and crime services in Wiltshire and Swindon.

The consultation is now open and runs until Wednesday 4th February 2015.  I have approached every Area Board and Locality that are meeting during this period and asked for the opportunity to make a presentation about my proposal.
