Catch the Bus" week - 4th to 10th July.  Bus user survey for future direction in Wiltshire
Council is asked to discuss the below correspondence and inform the clerk of its reply.

I wrote to you last winter concerning Wiltshire Council’s Bus Consultation, asking you to ask your councillors and residents to make their inputs.  A huge “thank you” for your help with that - with your parish’s involvement and others right across the county, some 11,500 responses were received, making this the council’s second biggest consultation response ever.

Since the consultation, our “Option 24/7” team (who we are is at the base of this email) has met with Wiltshire Council on a number of occasions, and we have another meeting tomorrow.  As well as the options suggested in the consultation, we asked that people write in support for our “option 24/7” alternative, and it's turned out that this is a viable, broad, positive alternative that can meet the council’s medium and long term budget goals.  It might even be the only option that meets those goals - but that’s still being evaluated fully. Further, the Bus Services Bill that’s been introduced to Parliament since the consultation closed is designed to help interested larger authorities, and (as we had anticipated) provides mechanisms that would enable option 24/7 principles to be implemented.

In order to help us take this forward to a full evaluation, and I ask you and your councillors and residents to help inform our team?   We have two questions:

1. Should Wiltshire Council consider the new Bus Services Bill options and see if they work, or look only at the options they consulted on in January?

2. What do you [bus users] consider important in your bus service for the future. Routes? Frequency? Price? Cleanliness? etc

Please excuse the circular nature of this correspondence - time is of the essence for some initial responses, and I’m sure you’ll appreciate our team wants to be efficient in quickly reaching everyone.  Having said that, though, the survey will REMAIN OPEN beyond “Catch the Bus” week which should help your council timing; we’ve put an analysis cut off date at the end of July, but even after that further inputs will reach us.   Realistically, we need to engage with the Department for Transport NOW,  but that’s just the first stage of shaping services for the future - by which we mean for later in 2017, 2018 and beyond.

Option 24/7 was founded in January 2016 from seeds sown in March 2015. It is formed of a group of people who have come together to promote the consideration of new options such as bus franchising in Wiltshire, under the Bus Services Bill. Wiltshire Council is looking to reduce and then remove bus subsidies over coming years, and if that’s done under the old system it will result in major service losses.   With a planned network, retaining existing local commercial companies to operate buses under contract, significant efficiency savings and other improvements can be made, leading to growth of bus use and a reducing subsidy need for an expanding service. Option 24/7 members include transport professionals, and members of the “TransWilts” team who have helped raise passenger journeys on the Swindon - Westbury train service from 18,000 to 235,000 in the last 3 years.
PRS For Music - Have your say in our Local Authorities consultation
