General Power of Competence

Resolved: that the Council has continued eligibility, for the use of the General Power of Competence listed below:
The General Power of Competence is a Statutory Instrument of Law, It gives Local Councils the power to do anything that an individual may generally do and is found under Statutory Instrument 2012 No 965 of the Localism Act 2011- Sections 1-8

Criteria:

· A CiLCA qualified Clerk, or the level 4 Qualification, from the University of Gloucestershire or its predecessor institutions, complete with the new 2012 Section 7 GPC module. ( The Clerk has her CiLCA)
· The number of Councillors elected at the last ordinary election or at a subsequent by-election must equal or exceed two thirds of its total number of councillors at the time of the resolution. (5 Councillors have been elected)
· The Council has passed a resolution, that is minuted at a full meeting and that the criteria for the General Power of Competence, has been met. 

Eligibility remains in place until the next annual meeting of the council after the ordinary election even if the condition of the eligibility criteria has changed.

Resolved: to approve the Insurance policy renewal for the next three years with Came & Company at a cost of £875.91 inclusive of 6% insurance premium tax. The 3-year binding agreement with Aviva will be until the 31st May 2017. They have stated that the purpose of a 3-year binding agreement (LTA) is so that Council, know that for the period of the agreement the premiums will only increase slightly (due to the Councils property sums insured being index linked). The rates applied by Aviva at the start of the agreement will be maintained at the same level throughout the period. If Aviva breaks the agreement and increases its rates you are free to seek alternative insurance.
