Headway Salisbury and South Wiltshire 

Council is asked to discuss the email received below:

Headway Salisbury and South Wiltshire supports adults with acquired brain injuries, and their families in the local area. We also raise awareness about the prevention and impact of brain injuries. We have been a registered charity since 2010 and work with survivors of all types of acquired brain injuries. 

As part of the wide range of services available, we provide rehabilitation and advice for brain injury survivors, a peer support group, family support group and young adults’ social group. We currently provide active support to 59 brain injury survivors and their families. We aim to equip individuals with lasting skills to help facilitate independent living and true integration in their local communities. 

Each year there are around 1900 new acquired brain injuries in Wiltshire. There are currently 5722 people living with acquired brain injury in Wiltshire.   

It currently costs around £50,000 to run the charity for a year, and in 2017 we have ambitious plans to increase the nature and availability of the services that we offer, We can only fund the charity through fundraising activities. We do not receive any health authority or local government funding. 

We realise that everyone has budgetary pressures but we would be would be most grateful if Maiden Bradley Parish Council would consider making a small donation to our funding. Just £20 allows us to sponsor a newly-referred brain injury survivor at a session of our weekly Head Smart Group, £50 pays for the room hire and consumables for a session of our monthly Peer Support Group 

We are more than happy to come in and provide a talk to Councillors to raise awareness of brain injury and the work of Headway Salisbury and South Wiltshire.
