Council have reviewed the following documentation already this year, Freedom of Information, Asset Register, Risk Assessment, Dates for the year ahead meetings and it has renewed its Data Protection Licence. 
General Power of Competence

Council is also asked to resolve its continued eligibility for the use of the General Power of Competence.
The General Power of Competence is a Statutory Instrument of Law, It gives Local Councils the power to do anything that an individual may generally do and is found under Statutory Instrument 2012 No 965 of the Localism Act 2011- Sections 1-8

Criteria:

· A CiLCA qualified Clerk, or the level 4 Qualification, from the University of Gloucestershire or its predecessor institutions, complete with the new 2012 Section 7 GPC module. ( The Clerk has her CiLCA)
· The number of Councillors elected at the last ordinary election or at a subsequent by-election must equal or exceed two thirds of its total number of councillors at the time of the resolution. (5 Councillors have been elected)
· The Council has passed a resolution, that is minuted at a full meeting and that the criteria for the General Power of Competence, has been met. 

Eligibility remains in place until the next annual meeting of the council after the ordinary election even if the condition of the eligibility criteria has changed.

Council is asked to discuss and approve the Insurance policy renewal.

Came & Company has confirmed the Council's renewal premium as £922.01, including 6% insurance premium tax. This includes the Council's annual 5% no claims discount. The Policy excess remains £250.00 for each and every claim. 

They are this year offering again a further discount reducing the annual premium to £875.91 inclusive of 6% insurance premium tax, if the Council signs a 3-year binding agreement with Aviva until the 31st May 2017. 

They have stated that the purpose of a 3-year binding agreement (LTA) is so that you, the Council, know that for the period of the agreement your premiums will only increase slightly (due to your property sums insured being index linked). The rates applied by Aviva at the start of the agreement will be maintained at the same level throughout the period. If Aviva breaks the agreement and increases its rates you are free to seek alternative insurance.

Local Transport Plan Car Parking Strategy

Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004

The Town and Country Planning (Local Development) (England) Regulations 2012 (Regulation 18) Notice of Intention to Consult on the Scope and Content of the Draft Gypsy and Traveller Development Plan Document (DPD)
Council is asked to discuss if it wishes to comment on the below consultation.

Wiltshire Council is preparing a Gypsy and Traveller Development Plan Document (DPD). The Council is required to notify specified bodies and persons of the subject of the DPD which it proposes to prepare and invite each of them to make representations to the Council about what the DPD ought to contain. The Council’s proposals are set out below.

The scope of this document is to set out site allocations to provide for the accommodation needs of Gypsies and Travellers in Wiltshire and include a review of overall pitch requirements based on an up to date Gypsy and Traveller Accommodation Needs Assessment. The document will present proposals and associated policies designed to be in general conformity with the emerging Wiltshire Core Strategy, and to comply with the National Planning Policy Framework and Planning Policy for Traveller Sites. The plan will relate to the geographic area of Wiltshire. Details in terms of the timetable for the production of the DPD are set out in the Council’s latest Local Development Scheme.

The Council will take into account any representations made to them in response to this invitation.

Environmental Assessment of Plans and Programmes Regulations 2004

Gypsy and Traveller Development Plan Document (DPD) Draft Sustainability Appraisal Scoping Report Addendum

Sustainability Appraisal (SA) is a legal requirement of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 for all Development Plan Documents (DPDs). It incorporates Strategic Environmental Assessment, which is a requirement of the Environmental Assessment of Plans and Programmes Regulations 2004. The purpose of Sustainability Appraisal is to promote the achievement of sustainable development within planning policy.

At this stage, Wiltshire Council are legally required to consult statutory consultees on the scope and level of information to be included in the SA – but have widened the consultation to include other consultees. Comments are sought on whether the SA Scoping Report has correctly identified other relevant plans and programmes that may influence the DPD, the baseline information on Gypsy and Travellers, key issues and the proposed sustainability appraisal framework.
