Chairman Stefan Piwowarski welcomed everyone to the meeting he thanked Mr Gerry Raynor for coming along to the meeting.

08/226 Clerks Report
Back Lane Trees

The Clerk reported that she had heard back from the Estate regarding the question of the replanting of the trees removed in Back Lane and confirmed that the Estate would be replacing the trees.

Recreational Area
Council noted that the Clerk had received copies of both of the Football Team’s insurance documents and the fixture list for ASDA. Council resolved the Clerks recommendations that the fixture list be advertised in the Parish News so Parishioners are informed of its use. Council hoped that Parishioners might go down to the recreational area and give support to the matches.

08/227- 08/194 ROSPA Play Safety Inspection Report
Council discussed the comments received from ROSPA regarding the BT overhead lines and the recommended footpath. They resolved that a sign be purchased in the same materials as the other recreational area signage informing parishioners that no kite flying, should take place near the overhead BT line wires. It was also agreed that a quote be gained from K. M. Dike landscapes for a tarmac path from the road to the play area. Council agreed that Councillor John Priestner would be the best person to oversee the quotation.

08/228 Trees on the Knapp and Recreational Area

Council discussed the Councils responsibility for the condition of the Trees in both of the above areas. On page four of the lease of the Knapp it would appear that the lease holder (the Parish Council) is libel for the upkeep of the trees but with the proviso that Council still have to seek permission from the Duke of Somerset for any works on the Knapp. 

The Clerk has investigated the paper work she holds on the Knapp and has found that the paper work regarding the lease had expired in 2002. The Clerk would recommend to Council that they contact the Estate Land Agents to ascertain confirmation that the lease has expired and if the lease has expired do Council wish to renew the lease or revisit the lease agreement with the implications of maintenance revised.
08/229- 08/199 Parish Footpaths
Council noted that most of the work highlighted by Chris Oliver had been actioned the Clerk was instructed to contact Nick Cowan and thank him for addressing the work required so speedily. Council discussed the fact that it felt the Parish Standard was the standard it would like all of the rights of way to be kept but that due to the restraints of budget for the Rights of Way Department it felt that Nick Cowan did have a problem if there were only 10 wardens to action work over the whole of the Wiltshire area. It was resolved that Council would be most grateful if Chris Oliver could action a check of all the footpaths and Council would then pass this on to the Rights of Way Officer for any remedial works possible to take place this would mean that at least an up to date record could be kept on the condition of the footpaths and all stiles and way markers would be replaced where necessary. It is a shame for the clearing of the field edge PROW not to be actioned even though it is the Rights of Way Officers’ responsibility Council had to be realistic on what it is able to expect from such a small team.
