Bridge & Road Works

Resolved: the B3092 Frome Road (Part), Horningsham and Maiden Bradley; from its junction with Forest Road for a distance of approximately 50m in a southerly direction, road closure was discussed and the lack of signage.  The clerk reported that she had asked for additional signage following parishioners calls.
BT Open Reach
Resolved:  noted that the road works to action the broadband link up took place on the 11th October 2015, and no issues had been reported following the works actioned.

Maiden Bradley with Yarnfield Parish Council

1. Any use of the recreational Area at Maiden Bradley shall be subject to the   following conditions.

2. The organisers shall be responsible for any damage other than that caused by normal wear and tear.

3. All litter is to be collected after the event and removed by the organisers.

4. The organisers shall ensure that there will be a minimum amount of movement by vehicles. Any damage caused by vehicles must be made good as soon as is practicable at the expense of the organisers. If this condition is breached the Council may make good any damage and the cost recharged to the organisers.

5. The organisers shall ensure that adequate Third Party and Public Liability policies of insurance are in force. The amount to be covered by such policies must be agreed with the Parish Clerk (the Clerk) before permission to hold any event will be granted. The organisers will be required to provide evidence to the Clerk that the appropriate insurance has been taken out and is in force for the event at least seven days before the event is due to take place. 

6. The organisers shall take such precautions as are reasonable to prevent injury to any member of the public.

7. The organisers shall be responsible for any damage caused by the event or its committee to any property.

8. The organisers must ensure that all reasonable precautions are taken to protect the health and safety of the Committee and any member of the public attending the event. A copy of the Risk Assessment which details of such precautions shall be supplied to the Clerk prior to any event taking place.

9. Any person providing food & liquor during an event must comply with all regulations regarding hygiene and the supply of food and liquor.

10. Hirers are responsible for ensuring that the noise level of their function is not such as to interfere with other activities nor to cause inconvenience for the occupiers of nearby houses & property.

11. The Parish Council accepts no liability for the loss of any property however caused.

Planning Course

Council noted that the clerk will provided with a dedicated mobile phone for use on her appointment for this work. Council also approved of the clerks logging onto the SLCC intranet service for receipt of SLCC emails for this purpose on the laptop as Council will benefit from some of the information gained.

Thank you for your recent communication in respect of the above. The Council prioritises the investigation of alleged breaches of planning control according to the seriousness of the breach. We aim to visit most sites within ten working days of registration of the enquiry and advise you of our initial findings. However please note that in general, the case officer will not be able to respond to you until they have established whether there is a breach of planning control, as this is likely to delay their investigation. 

The case officer will also contact you once the investigation is completed, however, please note that in some instances enforcement action may be prolonged and take several months to conclude, but be assured that every effort will be made to remedy any breach of planning control as quickly as possible.
