Minutes of the meeting of Maiden Bradley with Yarnfield Parish Council held at the Village Hall Maiden Bradley on Tuesday 14th October 2014 at 7.30pm.

Present: Councillors

Councillor Angus Neish, Councillor Patrick Nixon, Councillor Ben Gunstone and Councillor Sarah Fry.

In attendance: The Parish Clerk, Mrs Sarah Jeffries MILCM, 1 member of the public was present at the meeting.

Public Question Time Public Bodies (admissions to meetings) Act 1960 s 1 extended by the LG Act 972 s 100. 

Resolved: Village Hall Chairman Mel Thomas spoke to Council on the reason for the Village Halls grant application for kitchen equipment from next year’s funding, the issue with the Water leak within the Village Hall was also mentioned.

He also gave a brief on his appeal in the parish news for a new bench for the memorial garden; a picture of the bench was shown to Council. He informed Council that he had made a request for donations to the purchase of the bench in the parish news this month which he hoped many would support as funds were tight following the project for the new surgery room, the Council were invited to view the room after the meeting closed. 

Council were also informed that the Probation group were coming in to decorate the main hall and jubilee room in the next few weeks, the kitchen would then be the next big project.

 The Chairman thanked him for his brief and for all the hard work he has put in to the Hall improvements along with the many events that were now taking place.

Resolved: Councillor Ben Gunstone had sent his apologies due to a family commitment. Council resolved his reason for absence. Wiltshire Council Unitary Councillor Fleur De Rhe Philipe had sent her apologies.  Councillor Karen Jenkins was absent, no apologies had been received.

Resolved: that the minutes were a true record of the meeting, Proposed Councillor Patrick Nixon Seconded Councillor Sarah Fry

14/119 Co-option

Resolved: noted that Sebastian Seymour was delighted to be accepted and the Clerk had sent him a copy of the procedural documentation re the Parish Council. He will be present to sign his Co-option papers at the December meeting due to work commitments.
Council also noted that Councillor Karen Jenkins was now effectively disqualified as a Councillor as she had missed 6 months’ of meetings, with unapproved absence. (Local Government Act 1972 s85, if a member fails throughout 6 months to attend any meetings of the council ceases automatically to be a member of the Council, unless absence has been approved by the Council), the Clerk was instructed to inform Wiltshire Council.

14/120 Parish Steward/Highways

Resolved: noted that Councillor Patrick Nixon had enquired with the Clerk that the Speed Indicator Pole had still not been fitted, as the speed indicator device had been fitted again in the centre of the parish and that the Clerk had confirmed that she had chased this and been informed that it is being fast tracked as changes in the Highways Department staffing had meant this project had not been actioned.

The issue of the BT pot hole reported by the Clerk was discussed. The Clerk informed Council that she had contacted both BT and Wiltshire Council again that day to reiterate that the issue was now becoming a dangerous hazard to vehicles, two vehicles had that day blow tyres driving across the area. 

Councillor Patrick Nixon informed the meeting that he was not going to make arrangements to meet the Community Co-ordinator as he had met with Imogen and no works highlighted had been actioned since. The Clerk reported to the meeting that issues with the Highways were a generic issue Wiltshire wide and that the SLCC Wiltshire Branch had arranged for a meeting with the Highways to try to find out what was happening and to hear back from them the issues they were facing with the new Contactor Balfour Beatty. 

14/121 Vodafone Sure Signal Technology  

Resolved: No information was brought forward for the Clerk to action the project. The Clerk was instructed to contact Lord Seymour following his interest in the project.  

14/122 Defibrillator Project

Resolved: 12th November 2014 or Tuesday the 18th November 2014, were the preferred dates for the defibrillator training evening. Village Hall Chairman Mel Thomas will confirm with the Clerk the availability of the Village Hall on those dates. The Clerk was instructed to advertise the event in the Parish News, noticeboards and in the village shop window.

Recreational Area Fencing

Resolved: noted that costs to be incurred with the Village Hall Committee are still to be informed to the Clerk as the Doctors Surgery project has been in the forefront of the Village Halls work at present.

Football Pitch

Resolved: to approve the use of the Football Pitch, if still required by Bruton United who were looking for a football pitch to play home games on for the next few months while their Jubilee Park pitch is repaired. The same terms of use would be extended to Burton as Frome.

Recreational Area Grounds Maintenance Tenders

Resolved: Instructed the Clerk to ask K. M. Dike Nurseries Ltd for quotation for next year, so that the budget can be allocated precisely

Recreational Area Play Ground ROSPA Check, 

Resolved: noted the report received from the ROSPA Play Inspector and informed the Clerk of the actions it wished to take to address the risk highlighted. The mechanism would be checked and adjusted if possible along with obtaining a quotation from the play area equipment provider for a new mechanism.

Council also noted that should the Swimming Pool fencing be removed during the next year the cost of replacing the fencing along that side with metal fencing similar to the other three sides of the play area will need to be included in the budget setting. 

The Clerk was instructed to seek from Wiltshire Council if planning would be required by the Trustees of the swimming pool for any alterations to the pool in its present state.

Packhorse Football Team

Resolved: noted that despite a reminder the Packhorse Football Team has not sent their donation offered of £10.00 for using the Football Pitch back in May.

14/125 Trees Trust – Tree Pack Awarded

Resolved: That the Clerk contacts the Duke of Somerset regarding the suggested plan. That the Clerk produces a map of the parish which parishioners will be able to mark suggested planting sites for the awarded trees.  This would be displayed in the village shop, the Clerk was instructed to contact the Village Shop Manager and email a copy to the Village Shop Chairman. The areas would be approved by the Duke of Somerset. It was also agreed that a tree planting kit would be purchased at a cost of £35.00.

Police and Crime Commissioner

Police and Crime Commissioner Angus Macpherson would like the views of residents in Wiltshire and Swindon on the use of Community Remedies to tackle some low-level offenders. 

The Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner for Wiltshire and Swindon is launching a consultation with local people to make sure their views are heard. 

Results of the consultation will be used to help shape options to be used in discussions between officers and victims.  Community remedies will only be used if the victim of the crime agrees. 

Using this restorative approach when it is appropriate can help officers, and can be very effective. Offenders are dealt with swiftly and in a way that can reduce the chances of re-offending. 

Victims of crime can request that offenders directly repay the harm they have caused by, for example, cleaning off graffiti or repairing damage to property. Such remedies often increase levels of victim satisfaction compared to the court process.
