Resolved: The Clerk was instructed to inform the Community Co-ordinator that Church Street pavements had not been swept at all by either the neither large nor small machine for three months, the gravel is building up from the quarry lorries. The pavement weeds along by the Church wall were now becoming invasive. A Manhole cover issue was reported coming up from Frome on the left hand side. It is causing issues for cars who drive over it as it is uneven and causes an issue when driving over it. The Clerk asked if a Councillor could inform her of which utility this manhole was for so that she could get in touch with them direct.

Resolved: that the speed watch scheme had been totally ineffective so there was a thought that the team had tried for several months but due to the results, there was no enthusiasm in the parish to resume the participation, so this would not be resurrected. It was felt that the service needs to be provided by the Police to be effective.

Resolved: noted that the Defibrillator had now been fitted; the Clerk did have to purchase 4 bolts and washers which she purchased under delegated powers.  Daily checks on the visible green light on the defibrillator unit were discussed ( if the light is red the Great western Ambulance Service need to be informed by phone so they can take action to replace the unit) and it was agreed that the Village Shop Chairman would be approached by Councillor Patrick  Nixon as to whether when opening up the shop staff could glance at the defibrillator to check the green light was on. 
The signage to be placed on a roadside pole was viewed and the Community Training day discussed along with the suggested first aid training event. It was agreed both needed to be on the same day and possibly during the October month. The Clerk was instructed to contact Julia Doel at the Great Western Ambulance Service to make arrangements and liaise with Mel Thomas and Tricia Cox re the use of the Village Hall and the first aid training. The Clerk was also instructed to place an advertisement in the Parish News advertising the event when arrangements were confirmed.
