Minutes of the meeting of Maiden Bradley with Yarnfield Parish Council held at the Village Hall Maiden Bradley on Tuesday 8th September 2015 at 7.30pm.

Present: Councillors

Councillor Patrick Nixon, Councillor Sarah Fry, Councillor Sebastian Seymour, and Councillor Susanna Brigden.

Vice Chairman Patrick Nixon took the Chair.
In attendance: The Parish Clerk, Mrs Sarah Jeffries MILCM one member of the public was present at the meeting.

15/082 Public Question Time Public Bodies (admissions to meetings) Act 1960 s 1 Village Hall Chairman addressed Council, he informed the Council that the Village Hall Committee  needed to free up some of the office space in the hall as the hall office will be hired out in future to bring in a regular income to the charity. He asked if the councils archive paperwork could be stored in the loft area. He asked if the parish council would be prepared to purchase some storage boxes for them to be stored in the roof space.
He then presented the provisional plans for the hall. It showed a reconfiguration of the toilets and an extension to the rear area of the building. It was reiterated that a replacement roof for the village hall is more urgently required though. The roof is over 100 years old, the lathes require replacing and several tiles are now broken. A cost of around £64,000.00 has been given by one of the tenders to date. The cost of £64,000.00 does not include the extension area of the Jubilee room.  The Village Hall Committee will be seeking help from the parish council with its funding plans. 
It was noted that MP Dr Murrison had held his surgery here recently and that the Village Hall Chairman had taken the opportunity to speak about the vat issues the Village Hall charity will have with the building works. Dr Murrison informed the Village Hall Chairman that he would take this up with the Chancellor, the reply has come back that the European Union rules would not allow a change in the VAT. 

The issues with the Lorries and the weight limit requiring work on the A303 and A350 were discussed. The clerk gave an update from her recent discussions with the Unitary Councillor Fleur de Rhe Philipe, Council noted that discussions were still taking place. The Vice Chairman thanked the Village Hall Chairman for coming.

The Clerk informed Council that a parishioner had advised the Clerk that the rear of a property in Maiden Bradley was being used as rental accommodation but they believed no change of use had been sought no change of use had been sought. Council instructed the clerk to ask Wiltshire Council to investigate. 

15/089 Parish Steward/Highways

Resolved: it was noted that an email update had been received that day and that the contract with Balfour Beatty had been dropped. Wiltshire Council had reported that the Landscape Group would step in in the interim.  It was hoped that this would mean service provision would improve in the future.
Councillors discussed Church Street, the Manor House up to the yard there is a reported issue with the trees and hedges. It has also been noted that Ragwort is growing out of one of the walls.  The parish news has highlighted this issue of the trees and work has taken place but they needed to be cut back further. 

The clerk was instructed to write, asking if the trees and brambles can be cut back from the pavement as it is causing issues.  Councillor Sebastian Seymour informed Council that he will ask if the estate could speak to the other tenants in that area to take action too.
15/090 Community Emergency Plan

Resolved: the draft Community Plan Councillor Patrick Nixon and the Clerk had compiled was agreed and approved. The clerk was instructed to send the completed documentation to Wiltshire Councils Emergency Team.

15/092 Bus Stop Noticeboard

Resolved: noted that the clerk had actioned the three quotation requests for the Bus Stop Noticeboard, she was still awaiting a reply from two of the contacted contractors. 

The clerk had received a part quotation from the one contractor that replied, but no further correspondence had been received despite chasing for a reply for the meeting. The clerk reported that she believed because it was such a small amount of work required and as Maiden Bradley was a fair distance from the main towns, contractors did not see it as a worthwhile contract to take on. Councillors agreed this might be the case.

Councillor Sebastian Seymour asked if the clerk could send him a copy of the work required, he might have a contractor that deals with estate work that might be interested in giving a quotation. 
15/093 Recreational Area Fencing

Resolved: noted that Councillor Angus Neish and Councillor Patrick Nixon had dealt with an emergency repair to the recreational area fencing during the August break. Removing the weight of ivy from the old wooden fence and putting in some posts to keep it up temporarily (this 4th side of the fencing was part of the swimming pool fencing. Council discussed obtaining quotations for a permanent replacement the same as the low metal fence on the 3 other sides of the play area. This was approved. The clerk was instructed to obtain three quotations and bring them to the next meeting. 
Audit Report on the Annual Play Area Check Sheets.

Resolved: note that the clerk is awaiting the replies from the Play Area companies she had contacted for quotations re a repair/replacement of the play area gate. Two had informed the clerk that they would schedule site visits for this month. 

The clerk informed council that now the swimming pool had been infilled the no kite flying sign could be taken down. The clerk was asked to inform Councillor Ben Gunstone, so he could action the removal of the sign. The removal of the no kite flying would also need to be notified in the parish news.
Councillors noted that the Annual ROSPA Health & Safety report would be brought to the October meeting.

15/094 Recreational Area Consultation (Action Plan See - Facilities and Services & Culture, Leisure and Recreation)
Resolved: Council viewed the 20 replies to date and discussed the clerk’s recommendations that a further set of posters and a reminder highlighted in the parish news the need for the consultation papers to be returned should be actioned. It was felt that the timing of the consultation during the holiday period had caused such an unusually low return. Councillors were encouraged to network verbally with the parishioners in their areas to encourage returns.

Resolved: Council discussed the competed statements and the requirements for the Local Council Award Scheme. The clerk confirmed to Council that she had spoken to Katie Fielding re the Councillor training power point she had and confirmed that it meets the standard for Foundation and Quality Award and that following her meeting to go through the Councils documentation with WALC Officer Katie Fielding Council was now fully compliant.

Council resolved that it now met all the requirements for Foundation, Quality and Quality Gold. The accreditation fee of £100.00 for Wiltshire Association of Local Councils was also approved. Council hoped that the hard work of the Council and Community would culminate in the accreditation a request from parishioners in the 2005 parish plan.
