26th July “Ivor Hiscock is away as his father wants him. He lives in the county of Dorset and so the attendance officer can not make him attend better.” Tollard Royal School Log book.

	25th September “Left off the register Ivor Hiscock who had reached the fifth standard but is now over thirteen years.” Tollard Royal School Log book.

	7th October “Left off the register Percy Hiscock and Sarah Hiscock as they left to attend Farnham School, to which parish they properly belong, they were very irregular here and quite behind the other children of their age.” Tollard Royal School Log book.
