Mark Harris
Mark was the son of Charles and Edith Harris. Edith was born Edith Emily Hiscock and was the daughter of Francis Rogers and Emily Hiscock.

Mark lived in Farnham in Dorset and was most famous for his hurdling which he displayed at the Great Dorset Steam Fair each year. Two of his brothers died in France in World War One and Mark fought in World War Two. He died in 2007 age 95.

In the book “Dorset Man – The Working Lanscape” there is a chapter on Mark Harris and in it he discusses his family background and I refer to one quotation here which is of interest to the Hiscock family.

Page 117 –

“my mother, they was farmers up Rookery, near the Larmer Tree gardens. Grandfather [I assume he is referring to Francis Rogers Hiscock here] was also with horses.”
