	Community Plan

MB talked about what was happening with the Initial Questionnaire. The questionnaire will not be distributed to all houses and businesses in Salisbury but by individual members of the Steering group to Community Groups and individuals.  This hopefully will give it a more personal feel. Completed questionnaires can then be placed in Our Salisbury (SCCAP) boxes which will be placed around Salisbury(by members of the steering group) in easily accessible places. e.g.  Post offices, Supermarkets, shops, libraries, schools, City Hall, Playhouse etc. Steering Group members would then look after these boxes, regularly collecting completed questionnaires from these boxes. Admin will be in touch to find out how many boxes each member will be able to place around the City. The questionnaires will also be accessible from the Salisbury City Council website allowing them to be filled in on-line.

Admin will talk to Parish Magazines about putting the Questionnaire within their next issue, as long as it fits the time frame of the questionnaire.

	Presentation by John Potter on SCCAP Participation feedback forms 

JP has created a database from the 16 SCCAP Participation forms we have received so far. JP also feels that SCCAP needs to start giving the Area Board projects to work with. JP said he would send everyone a summary of the Participation form Database for everyone to look at.

a. Area Board

CW talked about the Bemerton Heath Community Centre which is celebrating its first Anniversary in on 4th December by holding an Open Day. The centre is open from 2pm – 6pm for anyone to drop in for a cup of tea or a slice of cake and to see what the centre has achieved in its first year and see what is planned for the future. 

BC said that she was very glad that the Child Contact Centre was running once more as it had previously been very successful.
DB Talked about the Weathering the Storm event – the challenge of funding and financial management event that Wessex Community Action are running on the 30th November at the City Hall from 4pm-7pm.
