	Matters Arising

Administrative support and development of Partnership

a) SCCAP has funding of £15,000 which has to be spent on Developing and administering the partnership. If this money is not spent before 31st March 2009 this funding may be pared down next year.
b) Wessex Community Action offered two days work a week to cover Admin, developing the partnership and the Community Plan at a cost of £11,000 until the 31st March 2010. This cost includes staff, management, stationery, postage & photocopying. Wessex Community Action will absorb all these costs until this date when costs should be reviewed on a Full Cost Recovery basis.

Bank Account

Because of money Laundering regulations TT stated that there needed to be eight names on the Bank Account and that these people did not need to do anything legally apart from giving their names. Currently he was short of two names. MW & CW offered themselves as the final two.

Starting the process 

Following discussions, it was decided that there needs to be a large-scale Public Consultation around the Community Plan. The consultation will be launched at the full Partnership meeting in September 2009. In order that we do not lose any valuable information collected for the previous plan, it was decided that there should be two Working Groups set up:- 

1. Community Plan Review Group – Reviewing the old plan and deciding what needs to be carried forward to the new Community Plan for action. This group consists of MP (spokeswoman),TT, CW and MW. This group will be called Community Plan – 2004-2009 Review Group.

2. Ideas Group – This group will look at the best way to proceed with the Consultation. The group will consist of MB (spokeswoman), JP, DC, WM & AS. This group will be called Community Plan – 2010-2015 Planning Group. Date of first meeting to be arranged by MB.
These groups will have the summer to plan and decide about how to do the Consultation before the launch in September. They will present their ideas at the Steering Group meeting on 14th September.
WM asked if it would be possible to have a map of people and groups within the area boards remit.  The partnership administrator will work on this.
MD is to give DB a list of Organisations from the Community Fayre

Wessex Community Action offered the use of their meeting rooms for smaller groups.

MP suggested St Francis’ Church as possible meeting place for larger groups
