Community Area Partnerships have developed over a number of years and are an independent voice of the community and an important local body for all members of the community – local residents, city and parish councillors, business people, the voluntary sector and anyone else who has an interest in the area and its development.  These partnerships are well established in the rest of Wiltshire but have only just been created in South Wiltshire following the introduction of the Unitary Council. Salisbury City Community Area is the area covered by the electoral divisions of Bemerton, Fisherton & Bemerton Village, St Paul’s, St Edmund & Milford, St Martin’s & Cathedral, Harnham, St Mark’s & Bishopdown, and St Francis & Stratford.

SCCAP has a steering group which will co-ordinate activities but the main partnership is open to anyone and everyone. We also have representatives from the Police, Fire and Rescue services, Health Services, local Parish councils (Salisbury and Laverstock) and the Area Board present at our steering group meetings.

To begin with we are just asking you the three questions overleaf to find out how you feel about Salisbury. The answers to these questions will help us to write a questionnaire which will be distributed to all households and businesses in the Salisbury City area.
