Meeting was opened @ 8.30 by the general secretary, minutes from last years agm was read out

Treasurer Report ~ Dave handed out a balance sheet to all present and went through it, no questions were asked. £6700 was given to The Wiltshire Blind Association. Proposed ~ Laverstock Club, Seconded ~ Royal George

General Secretary Report ~ Martyn started of by thanking everyone for all there hard work and support over the season and all teams for their collections, a letter was received from the WBA also thanking everyone for their collection’s. A total of £6,700 was given to the WBA this included a £50 donation from The Dusthole’s in house competitions.

 The have a go night of ten pin bowling was a success and we will be doing another one at some point during the fore coming season.

Presentation night was a success although by 10.15 pm only a handful of people where still there. The entertainment cost us £300, although money well spent it would have been better if more people had stayed to the end. 2 teams did not turn up, and some teams 2 or 3 people turned up. We will be looking at a way of trying to keep people there longer.

Looking ahead to next season

I would like to issue every pub and club with a collection pot, which will have the WBA stickers on them, to help identify what the collection is for.

Round Robin competitions, I believe that they have run their course. They were originally set up when the competitions where held in 2 or 3 venues due the number of people entering. As entries have diminished quite a lot over the years I propose that all competitions are played to a finish on the night with the semi’s and finals played over 5 legs. This would give us a free week at the end of the season and again I propose that we could run an open competition. As it says it would be open to all players within the Salisbury area and entry fees would be used as prize money for the winner, runner up and furthest lady.

After a lengthy discussion it was decide to run the round robins for one more season, if the entries do not increase then they will be no longer run.

Gent’s 6 a side, if enough teams enter the format will be 3’s, singles, doubles 3 legs, team game. If not enough teams then all teams that have tried to enter will be given the chance to form teams for the 4+1 league and as a good will gesture no extra cost will be incurred to those teams. Registration forms sent out at the start of the 2009/10 season, will mention that a minimum of 8 teams are needed to make up a league, if we do not get 8 teams then the 6 a side will fold. We do not want to lose this league but with teams having trouble getting 6 or 8 players is getting harder.

Ladies leagues, again we are getting in the same situation as we did with the gents a couple of seasons ago. We need to start finding a way of preserving the ladies leagues, we have 2 options, 1 is to run the ladies as the same as the gents 6 a side or 2 run it on the same format as the 4+1 league so the current teams of 8 should be able to make two teams of four, where as at the moment which has happened for the 08/09 season we have lost teams as they have lost players were as if they only had to have four players we may not of lost them.

At one of the open meetings we were asked if we could run a premier style league similar to the PDC, the answer to this is yes but further discussions will have to be held as their would be a lot of things to sort out, i.e. format, qualifiers, when and where it would be held, prize money, trophies and to start with gents only.

Rule changes/amendments ~ 

Rule 8 rearranged games rule 8a see rules for 2008/09 seasons.

Gents 6 aside format 3’s, singles, doubles, team game.

Sponsors ~ Kay Stone of Bradley Computers no longer to sponsor league, we would like to thank Kay for last season sponsorship. A new sponsor is being sort to replace Kay.

Election of officers ~ Bob Johns has stepped down from the committee, Bob has been sent a letter from the general secretary thanking him for his services over the years and also to his wife for the help at presentation nights.

I would like to purpose that Erica Hartnett to replace Bob on the committee, seconded by The Whitehorse ~ Quidhampton.

I would like to add a 2year extension to Iona Gray’s position and a 1year extension to Dave Beaven’s position taking them both up to the start of the 2010 season. In doing this all of the committee would be up for re election at the start of the 2010 season and a block election can be done and also on the pre AGM letter sent out before hand if any one not wanting to stand again this position can be advertised. No objections were raised to this matter, so carried forward.

The league will be celebrating its 50th anniversary at the start of the 2010/2011season. So again we will have to start thinking about what we would like to do to celebrate this occasion. One idea put forward by the general secretary is to have an event at the city hall or in a marquee with a cold meat style meal and wine, a guest speaker from the darting world who could also present the trophies. It would be nice to be able to invite the past singles and doubles winners from the last 25 years and all past surviving committee members. All trophies to have a gold aspect about them, and all winners to be given a commemorative item of some sort.

It would also be nice to see the women in gowns and the gents in dinner suits.

Any suggestions will be great fully received

The general secretary bought along with him to the meeting a piece of equipment the partially sighted people use. This is a optelec which is a hand held magnifier which they can hold up to an item take a still picture and view it, at a cost of £500 each.
