61/11 Village Maintenance:


The clerk reported that West Dean won the Small Village Category in the South Wiltshire Round of the Best Kept Village Competition. West Dean then went on to win the County Round. There will be a ceremony on the village green on Sunday 9th October 2011 at 3.30pm at which the Lord Lieutenant of Wiltshire will unveil the plaque. There will also be a presentation of winner’s certificates and a cheque for £150. The ceremony will be followed by celebratory a tea-party in the village hall.

62/11 Southern Wiltshire Area Board – Cllr Urquhart has circulated a report on the last meeting he attended. The next Area Board Meeting will take place on 6th October.

64/11 Liaison with West Tytherley and Frenchmoor Parish Council: Cllr Garrett advised that their council now had a full complement of councillors. 65/11 Correspondence: 

As part of the harmonisation of waste and recycling collections across the county by Wiltshire Council, South Wiltshire’s new collection service will commence from March 2012. There will be a new fortnightly opt in non-chargeable garden waste collection. There will be no change to the fortnightly plastic bottle, cardboard and black box collection. However there will be a change to a fortnightly collection of household waste.

66/11 Parish Clerk The vacancy had been advertised on the Parish Council Noticeboards. There had been one applicant. WDPC resolved to make a formal offer of employment to Mrs Helen Woodward. She will commence her duties as Parish Clerk on 16th September 2011. 

67/11 Any other business: 

Cllr Devine resolved to contact to the highways engineer and liaise with Cllr Hargrave to arrange a site visit to discuss traffic calming options on Rectory Hill. 

It was noted that the two horse-chestnut trees on the village green are diseased. The council resolved to consider planting suitable replacement trees. A decision will me made at the November meeting.
