77/09 Dean Hill Park:  A Dean Hill Forum meeting was held in October. All the tunnels on the site, except 3, have now been filled and there are now 1200 sheep grazing on the site. The next meeting will be held in March.

78/09 Transport, Roads and Footpaths:

a. Footpath No 8:  There is no further news to report. The application remains on HCC claims list.

b. Footpath No 10: The clerk reported that a local resident had contacted her regarding the poor state of repair of this Byway Open to All Traffic. He has served a notice in accordance with Section 56 of the Highways Act 1980 on Wiltshire Council. They have confirmed that BOAT No 10 is a highway maintainable at public expense and that WC is the highway authority liable to maintain the portion of the way specified in the notice.  However, they dispute that all the byway specified in the Notice is out of repair. They have agreed to level the ground on the rutted section although they say that ground conditions may not allow the work to be done until the spring of next year. 

c. Pedestrian Safety on Rectory Hill: The council resolved to make an informal approach to the landowner of the field above the Church to establish whether any consideration could be given to the siting of a footpath in this area.
