Minutes of a Public Meeting held in West Grimstead Village Hall on Friday, 11th April.
Approximately 30 members of the public attended.

The meeting was chaired by Mr Geprge Bayford, and District Councillor Richard Britton explained about the Local Development Framework document.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the four parcels of land which have been put forward for possible development within the next 20 years.   The sites in question are:

Holme Farm, East Grimstead 

11 units
Emmotts Farm West Grimstead
 7.5 units ***

Nursery Farm West Grimstead
10.8 units 


(shed side)

Nursery Farm West Grimstead


(House side)


6 units

***   The plan submitted in this instance was wrong and only two units have been requested by the owner.

12,400 houses have to be provided within the Salisbury District Council area over the next 20 years.  The bulk of the dwellings will take place in Salisbury and Amesbury but there will be a large shortfall.   One option would be to build an entirely new development near Porton or Firsdown and if that option goes ahead the number of units would be reduced in the Whiteparish/Alderbury/Laverstock/Downton/Winterslow area.

An officer from the District Council looked at the above sites, which had been put forward by the respective landowners, to see if there was a possibility that they could be developed.  No decision has been made and there is a lot of work to be done by planning officers to see what sites are available and this process is likely to take at least two years.   

Several questions were then asked from members of the public including new facilities, infrastructure, infilling, etc. 

After further discussion it was felt that although we would accept the sites as infilling only, parishioners would strongly object to high density development on any of these sites. 

Councillor Britton explained that any comments should be made as soon as possible and the clerk of the Parish Council was asked to write accordingly.
