MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE COUNCIL HELD IN BOSCOMBE SOCIAL CLUB ON TUESDAY JULY 15th 2008 AT 7.30 PM.

Parishioners Matters of Concern. 

Mr James Bament. East Farm, Boscombe. S/2008/1271 JB outlined his plans for East Farm. 2 dwellings, outbuildings, farm office & general improvements. ‘Preliminary Survey, Project 4691’ left with this council. 

MB. (Later) He asked if dwellings were built should conditions be sought to cover who the future occupants were. There was discussion about some land encircled by the Boscombe loop. 

1. Minutes  of the PC Meeting held on June 10th. Approved.   

2. Skips. Compactor Vehicle. Booked for the morning of 20th September 2008. Stopping at Social Club car park and then by Allington Ford. Approximately an hour at each. 

3. Noticeboards. Apply for a SWAG grant as follows. 

Quotations received  from Arien Signs, Frenchmoor, Mr Gough, Glasdon and others.

Replace the Noticeboards at the Playpark and Bourne View with Arien signs, 1300mm x 630mm (£390 ea). Metal glazed locking case. Posts for same (£120 per pair).

Ask Mr Gough to refurbish the present noticeboard  @ Boscombe and take the present board from Bourne View and after refurbishing it,  use it to replace the decrepit board at the top of Wyndham Lane. Mr G to instal all the boards with the two Arien boards having a wooden extension for parishioners private notices (the old boards already have them). 

4. Councillor’s Report. MH. Confusing ‘signals’ had been received about Super Surgeries. There was a plan to combine two Salisbury surgeries but that was all. No decision had been made and a public meeting was planned for September. 

The Bourne Valley Alliance met on Monday 21st July. 9th June. MB would attend for PC. This Alliance might have no impact on the forthcoming electoral boundaries changes it could remain a useful pressure group handling matters of concern to the whole Bourne Valley. E.g. burgeoning traffic flow; youth provision; etc. 

Boundary Commission. Summary of the plans in Circulations. Final representations wanted before end of August. Most members had already registered the own opinions. 

5. Bourne Valley Youth Project.   Financial Support? The BVAlliance had this in mind. It would be premature to make a grant until after they had met. Agenda August.  

6. Appointment of Parish Clerk. Mrs Corrine Goodenough appointed from August 1st. For August the old and new clerks would both be retained for a handing over period.  Clerk; send written confirmation of her appointment to CG.

7. Weeding of Pavements.  In the absence of RK the clerk had notified Highways of the need but nothing appeared to have been done. MB would liaise with RK (his work often took him overseas and out of touch with the Parish Steward).  Refers; pavements, all alongside the A338, but especially NE of Junction Newton Tony track to the church, and on the Boscombe by-pass. 

8. Planning.  

S/2008/1103  Cinderwood 
Bourne View.   (Second submission after refusal first application.) Single storey rear extension, enlarged parking area and landscaping. No comments or objections. 

S/2008/774  Beech Cottage   Boscombe   Formation roadside parking area - SDC permission given.

S/2007/2186  2 Bishops Reach    Erection of Conservatory.  SDC Permission given.

S/2008/693   Riverstones.  Raise ridge height to make 1st Floor accommodation and add dormer windows. SDC Permission granted.

S/2008/1157  Land between ‘Springfield’ and ‘Larks Rise’ North End. Application for a two storey house to be squeezed in.  Objection; overdevelopment of a narrow site and concern about the access.

9. Accounts. The Accounts for July were approved.  

Annual Accounts for 07-08. The Internal Auditor had completed her examination and the Accounts were ready for External Audit. She commented on procedures as follows

B    No. Invoices or receipts arising from the hire of our meeting place - Boscombe Social Club - received. Clerk; ask Club for these.

C    Not covered. Had the council assessed the significant risks that might threaten its objectives? Internal auditor did same in 06-07. Without regular attendance at all meetings how could the Internal Auditor do this. 

G    No. Clerk’s PAYE incorrectly calculated on the old Basic Rate. The underpayment was settled a credit to the Inland Revenue approved at this meeting.
