 POLICING PRIORITIES UPDATE


April - June 2010





High Visibility & Reassurance – Amesbury Rural


Due to the lighter evenings and better weather the priority of High Visibility was set for the Amesbury Rural area.  This was to target anti social behaviour in and around parks and recreation grounds.  





High visibility patrols targeting weekends, evenings and school holidays have been carried out.  From this we have noticed the vast majority of young people spoken to are using the facilities correctly and responsibly.





To date there have been only 2 reported incidences of anti social behaviour across the whole of the Amesbury Rural area.  One incident has resulted in 3 local youths being warned regarding their future behaviour.  The second incident is in the process of being dealt with.  





As a team we are committed to building good relationships with local young people and residents of these communities. 





Speeding – A360 Shrewton - Tilshead


Residents of Shrewton and the Parish Council raised concerns regarding speeding through the village.  Speed recording lines were laid to identify the average speed to determine if the area was eligible for community speed watch.  





As a result community speed watch is in the process of being setup by residents and the Parish Council and will be fully supported by your local officers.
